Continulng our analysls of prayer we
find that the result aimed st could be
obtained equally well by u dellberate ex.
ercise of the will, without any prayer,
by a person who understood the mechan-

ism concerned, and the way to put it In
motion. Buch a man would think clearly
of what he needed, would draw to him
the kind of subtle matter best suited to
his purpose to clothe the thought. and by
& dellberate exerclse of hls will would
either send it to a definite person to rep-
resent his need or to range his nelgh-
borhood and be attracted by a charitably
disposed person. There is here no prayer,
hut a conscious exercise of the wili and
knowledge.

In the case of most people,
ignorant of the forces of the
worlds and unacrustomed to exercise
their wills, the concentration of mind
and the earnest desire which are neces-
sary for sucecessful action are fur more
vaslly resached by prayer than by a de-
liberate mental effort to put forth thelr
own srength. They would doubt thelr
own power, even if they understood the
theory. und doubt le fatal to the oXet-
cise of the will. That the person who
prays does not underatand the machin-
ery he sets Zoing In no wise affectn the
result, A chlild who stretches cut his
hand and grasps un object need not un-
derstand anything of the working nil
the muscles, nor of the electrical and|
cheriical changes set up by the move-|
ment in muscles and nerves, nor need he|
rlaborately calculate the distance of the|
object by measoring the angle made by
the optle axes: he wills to take hold of
the thing he wunts, and the-—apparutus|
of his body obeys his will though he -»h-rr-l
not even know of ita existence. =o ix It
with the man Who prays, unknowing of|
the creative force of his thought, of the|
living cremture he has sent out to do his|
bidding. He acts as unconsclously az the
