Dusty Records Show Policy to Boost
Domestic Industry Nearly
100 Years Ago.

In digging through dust-covered I[eg-
{slativa records yesterday, Vics Presi-
dent Marshall learned that the “"Made In
America" movement ls nearly 100 years
old The document i» & resolution adopt-
ed by the legislature of Missouri in 1523,
and shows that the desire to boost Amer-
fcan commerce s almost a= old aas
America itself. The resolution ls as fol-
lows:

“Whereas the example of men high In
office haes a great Influonce over the
habits and customs of the community;
therfore, be it

“Resolved, By the general assembly of
the State of Missouri, as follows: The
governor, lieutenant governor, secretary
of State, auvditor of public accounts,
State treasurer, fudges of the different
courts, the attorney general, and mem-
bera of the general assembly be request-
ed to dresa in clothing the growth and
manufacture of this State.”

People Promised Protection
by Sullivan Shot in Streets,
Says Vick.

DRUNK CHARGES BANDIED |

“Served Him_Severll Highballs My-
self,” Says Former Customs Of-
ficial of Bryan's Fnend.

Walker W. Vick. former receiver gen-
eral of customs for Santo Domingo, was
the central fgure at yesterday's session
of the Sulllvan Inquiry. In response to
questions by Counsel Strong. he made
vigorous statementy controverting the re-
port of Minister Sulllvan that he
been able to put an end to political per-
secutions and the execution of political
prisoners in Santo Domingo.

“1 know of two or three cases” he
sald, “where men were pursued into their
homes by the rurales and shot down.
On June 11 or 12 | heard shols In the
fort,"and was told that three men had
been exccutéd. The fort wag filled with
political prisoners at that time, and I
heard of instances where citizens, at-
tempting to hold meetings under the as-
surance by Minister Sullivan that they
would be protected In the right of free
speech, were shot In the streets'

Mr. Vick also told of the murder of
Arturo Frietes Roques, a newspaper man,
who was hostile to the Hordas govern-
ment. Roques, he sald, was shot down
opposite the American consulate, and the
murdeper was given moncey and sent on
n mission to Veneézueln. -

propogils were muade to the banks, and
he bad heard that Sullivan had declared
the lean would be made whether the
Dominican Congress approved |t or not
The loan was not negotiated, however.
