GERMANS PLAN

NEWOFFENSIVE

Blows to Be Hit Along Entire
Front from Bukovvina to

the Baltic.

REPORT MORE SUCCESSES

Russians Claim to Hold Strong
Positions, However, and to

Have Halted Teutons.

Berlin, Feb 15 (by wireless) The
Russians are reported to be retreating
across the border and indications point
to an Austro-Germa- n offensive from
Bukovvina to the Baltic, it was an-

nounced in the official statement Is
sued tonight

In the fastest series of offensive
movements that has marked the opera-
tions in the eastern theater of war.
Field Marshal von Hindcnburs's army
lias cleared the Russians from all the
districts of Kast Prussia and has in
turn invaded the Czar's territor.

Dispatches received here from Bres
lau today that, following their
successes in the Uumbinncn district,
the German troops have rolled the
Russians back in their attack before
I.vck and near Juliannisburg and have
begun an assault on the Russian posi-
tions in tiie vicinity of Grjjevo. on
the road to Ossowiec. the fortress
which commands the crossing of the
Bobr River.

North of Suwalki the Germans also
have penetrated RuMan termor and a
battle is developing in the district from
which the Germans were forced to re
tire a few mouths ao because of weath
er conditions which prevented their
bringing UP the forces necessary to op
noe the Russ-ia- troops massed against
them

Bridges Itlnvvn Lf.
Vwnna. Feb. 1 (via Berlin and Am

sterdani) Ml the bridges over the
I Sercth River in Bukowini have been

blown up b the Russians to hinder the
advance of the Austro-Germa- n forces In
that province, according to advices re-

ceived from Budapest toda
Thev state that tho advance of the al-

lied troops south of the Set-0t- was so
rapid that the captured Radautz before
the Russians could evacuate it and took
as prisoners several members of the
staff of the Russian commander.
