The whole first floor of
the club, beautifully furnished, spreads

ONE DIVORCE SUIT TO
SIX CHICAGO WEDDINGS

Record Almost as Bad as Japan's, Ac-

cording to Report of
County Clerk.

Chicago, Feb, 2. —One divorce or sepa-
rate maintenance sult was flled In the
Cireuit or Buperior Court for every mx
marriage licenses lssued in Chicage In
1914. County Clerk Robert M. Sweltzer
made public today some of the figures
which will be included in the first annual

report of the bureau of marriage and
divorce statistics.

Mr. Sweltzer has prepared a (table
showing the number of marriags licenses
issued by months. The heaviest number
of suits came In March, when 532 sults
were flled. A total of 5,356 suits were
filed during the year aw compared with
23,57 marriage licenses issued,

Statistica on the number of divorces
granted are not yet available, but wil
be in the printed report to be submitted
to the judzes of the Circult and Superios
courts within a short time. The divorces
are about one to every elght marringeas,

*“Chicago's record is almost as bad as
Japan's,” said Mr. Sweier. It is said
that in Japan one couple out of every
fiva go into the divorce court. We must
have in mind, however, that Chicago is
the ‘dumping ground' for the mnarilal

‘ troubles of many persons who are not
Chicagoans.”

MAY RESULT IN MURDER

Nerve-shattered Railroad Engineer
Likely to Slay Author of Test,
Chief Stone Testifies.

Chicago, Feb. 21.—That some raliroad
engineer with nerves shattered by a sud-
den efticlency test sprung on him as a
Furprise may take the law into his own
hands and kill the man who has placed
him In that position, was the testimony
given Saturday by Warren N. Stone,
head of the Brotherhood of Locomotive
Engineers. He had been hauntsd for
two years by a fear that this would hap-
pen, he added.

Ho wag testifving before the boara
which is to arbitrate the demand of the
employes of rallroads west of the Mis-
sissippl for an Increase In wages. The
sesslon was devoted to the demand ot
the employes that such ‘“‘surprise” ef-
ficiency tests be eliminated as unfair to
them,

Mr. Stone said he and the men favored
the ordinary tests, as they were de
pendent on the efficiency of each other
for their own safety and that of their
trains and passengers, He said:

*T could write a rule in twenty words
that would meet our wishes and not im-
palr the value of the tests, and my rule
would require that the tests should re-
flect actual operating conditions and no
more.”

Vice President J. L. Parks, of the TNi-
nols Central Road and a ploneer in af-
ficiency tests, said the companies did not
sanction tests which endangered the lives
of their men, although such tests might
be made occasionally through the mis-
take of Indlviduals.
