The fact that 'ohnson hinted that
Havana would be a good place for the
title bout to be decided bears out this
contenUon. The big black knows he Is
tafe in Cuba and he knows he may not
be so in Mexico, especially in Juarez
with only a bridge separating him from
that country and the United States.
