Despite minor trials and tribulations

and considerable Indifference on the part
of the University of Virginia In its fail-

ure to compete in the Georgetown meet
held last Saturday night, the Rlue and
Gray track carnival ably upheld the
precedent established in former years
and presented a gal.ix of stars seldom
brought toseth.-r- . Prom the crack of
the starter's gun in the novice
until Burke. Lehigh's quar-
ter milcr. crowed the line a winner In
the crowning eent. rivalry and excite-
ment were keen and Intense.

In pulling off a successful and popu-
lar meet, Charles R. Cox and the officials
he had in charge are to be congratu-
lated anil well deserve the ripe fruits
of labor in getting together such an ag
gregation of athletes. .More than G

men took nart in the affair, hut the
events weM run off with dispatch and
no long waits or protests resulted
Best of all. however, was that the gath
ering was sent home after seeing fifty- -
five events at H'30 o'clock.

It was a gala occasion for the Blue and
Gray athletes, their friends, and the
student bixlv which gathered in largo
numbers to lend Its loyal support to tho
cause at stake.

The work of the Geoigetown track
team in the South Atlantic events hai
been nothing short of sensational and a
great deal of credit is due Coach John
O'Reill.v. To kiv that Gcoicetown leads
the field in these events is putting it
mildly when the numbet of points, scored
are lamped The Blue and Gray athletes
have scored X points in three meets,
which rcvtals tli- - fait that they have
simply onti lassetl their rivals. It is true
that Virginia could probably have shown
to advantage in some of the champion-
ship events in the Georgetown meet and
no doubt iomc of the same belong lo
It. but the Charlottesvillo institution is
in line for little sv mpathy after its stand
in regard to the Gtorgctown meet print-
ed exclusively in theso columns a week
ago. But even if Virginia hail been en-

tered in the c hampionship events In the
Georgetown meet it is obvious that it
would not have .scored enough points to
be a dangerous contender, that is if its
performers in the George Washington
and Hopkins meets arc to be taken as a
criterion.

The performances of the Johns Hop-
kins athletes were also commendable.
They finished second only to George-
town in the open and championship events
and showed a sterling athlete in Tappan,
who won the South Atlantic hur
dles and grabbed third place In the open
event Tappan also was In evidence in
the high jump, capturing four points for
his team.

Western High came n ror some
more prominence in winning In scho-
lastic competition, although it was by
the smallest possible margin. The
Westerners led the scholastic field
w ith eleven points, with Tome land-
ing second honors with ten to its
credit. Tome's success was due to
the work of Hornsby who had every-
thing in his favor with large handi-
caps. Just why this speed king from
Port Deposit was given seven and
eight feet in the scholastic
and open, respectively, is not known, j

but with the aid of these advantages'
he simply walked away with both j

events. J

The Washington athletes have cer- - j

tainly been up against it in the
question of handicaps. Certainty
Handicapper Ungland has not been
too liberal with the Capital runners.
"Untz" Brew er, a mere schoolboy, was
made to start from scratch with col-
lege men who have won races before,
having an advantage of six and seven
feet on him.

ARMLESS GOLFER

PLAYSGAMEWITH

REGULARJLUBS

T. McAuliffe Holds Sticks
Shoulder and

Has Won Tourney.

Thomas McAulirfc. 13 Custer street,
Buffalo. X. Y.. Is armless, yet is a good
golfer. He holds the clubs between his
cheek and shoulder. In an Interesting
letter to the sporting editor of the
Kvcningr Lcdfrer the youth tells of his
ambition lo ku through college und
how he hopes to do so by hard work.

So far as can be found, McAulifTe Is
the only armless golfer in the world.
He labored hard1 to overcome the dif-
ficulties due to his mishap and acquire
proficiency in golf.

Young McAuliffe lost his arms on
September ::, lOO;. at the age of nine,
an uncontrolled stone car on a grav-
ity road cutting them off. He returned
to school after being discharged from
the hospital, and continued with his
class. But now he could not write
word, he was forced to remain in his
seat and follow the other children as
best he could.

He acquired the knack of writing,
when the pencil, which he bad held In
his mouth, slipped and was caught
between his cheek and shoulder. He
iinmediatel tried to write with the
pencil In that position, but in the first
few weeks of practice it was not read-
able He kept on practicing, and at
present is able to write rapidly and so
plainly that it can be read by any-bod- j.

Xow young McAuliffe. who has al-
ways taken a keen interest in ath-
letics, is a senior in the Central High
School at Buffalo. He plans to enter
Cornell next fall and take up the study
of agriculture aiad forestry.

His method of playiftg golf is sim-
ilar to that emploed In writing. He
has gone around the golf links of the
Buffalo Country Club In luS strokes,
a remarkable feat when it is con-
sidered that the bogy of the course
is 7$ and that It is one of the best
bunkered and trapped courses in this
country.

With the combined swing and jerk
of the body and the shoulder he is able
to give the bail a telling stroke. Both
in 1912 and 1313 he won the second
tlight cup in caddies' tournament, and
is out to win it for the third time this
year. With the driver, brassle. cleek
and mldlron he is able t drive the
ball 100 yards straight down the
course, and about seventy-fiv- e yards
with a mashie. At a distance of fifty
yards or less he is very accurate with
the mashie. being sure to put the ball
within a club's length of the hole.

McAuliffe also can play pool and bil-
liards, and Is a very graceful as well
as speedy skater.
