SUBMARINES SINK EIGHT

BRITISH SHIPS IN WEEK

Admiralty Admits German Undersea
War Has Been More Successful

Than Was Anticipated.
Io.-.do- n. Maich 10. Tlwt the German

submarine campaign against English ship-
ping had been more successful than was
expected was advocated otllclally bv the
ndmiraltv todav. This admission came
simultaneously with an announcement
that during the week ended March 17

eight liiitlMi vessels had been torpedoed
and 1 link liv submarines

These eight vessels had a total tonnage
of "J.S2J tons. That most of them were
small vtstfels does not detract from the
fact that the under-wat- cr iraft of the
Germans are being successful.
