Austrians Dismantle Przemysl
Before Surrender To Russians

London. March 22. When the Russians entered Przemysl they
found only the dismantled shell of a fortress, according to dispatches
received from Vienna tonight via Amsterdam, which are confirmed by
the Austrian official statement.

The garrison had b'een ordered three days ago to surrender within
three days, as food had become so scarce that even with the closest

economy in rations it would have been impossible for the starving de-

fenders to hold out longer. '
During the three days the garrison destroyed all the ammunition

in the fortress to prevent its falling into the Russians hands, spiked and
put out of commission all the guns and destroyed all the defenses which
they had held so long.

The Austrian official statement issued in Vienna tonight says:
"After an investment of six months, Przemysl has honorably fallen.
"The commander had received an order to surrender the fortress to

the enemy after three days because at the moment of attack even with
the greatest economy of food, resistance could be maintained only three
days.

"It proved possible in this period to effect the timely destruction of
the fortress, together with its guns and ammunition as well as the outer
fortifications."

Efforts were
made by officials to conceal the fact of
Maj. Iinghorno's presence and the rea-

sons for his conference with officials of
both departments.

There Is good reason to believe, how-

ever, that Maj. LitiRhorn is in possession
of such Information the mil-
itary operations of the German forces as to
make it advisable that he return to the
United States and present In person his
reports. The fact that he was ordered
to report on his return to tlie Chief of
Staff is slgniflcint In this connection, in-

dicating that he Is to bo assigned for the
present to Ihe War Cedlege or some other
branch of the general staff for tho com-

pilation of the data he has gathered.

These ate tho three principal passes in
Ihe Carpathians nearest Przemysl from
which they are distant only about fifty
miles. It Is believed here that the news
of heavy fighting at these points means
that the Russians are following up quick
ly the advantage which they have gained
by the fall of that fortress.

I Ii the district of Stronko. a few miles
further southeast, three lines of the Aus-

trian trenches were submerged by the Ir-

resistible onrush. Five machine guns and
prisoners were taken.

In eastern Gallcla. the Russians are
pressing forward rapidly on the heels of
the Austrians who were driven from
Stanislau, and they hold an approxi-

mately straight line, forty miles in extent,
running six miles north of Nadworna.

Another great battle has opened in
Poland on the front extending from
Myszerrlec to Kasldlo, according to re-

ports received from Petrograd today.

The Russian war office admitted that the
Germans had reached Kasidlo, which Is

only ten miles from the fortress of

prisoners.

Blc BfTrel In llalLnns.
The fortress surrendered without a

fight. Depleted by disease, surroundedby a superior force, and forced to sub-
sist for many weeks on horse flesh. Gen.
Kusmanck. the Austrian commander, or-
dered the white flag run up early this
morning, and immediately afterward tho
Hussian forces entered the elt.v.

On all sides the brilliant defense mada
by the Autsrians generously admitted.
The allies, on the other hand, claim that
the fall of the fortress mark the, most
Important capture of the war. not except-
ing that of Antwerp. In that not only
releases a considerable Russian force,
which can be thrown into the fluctuating
struggle ln tho Carpathians, but that It
opens the door to Cracow and gives Rus-
sia control of virtually all of Eastern
Gallcia.

The moral effect will be tremendous,
it is claimed. Just as the operations in
the Dardanelles are spreading agitation
In favor of the allies In Greece and Italy,

is believed the fall of Przemysl
will stimulate feeling in their favor both
In Roumanla and Bulgaria.

Details of today's capitulation sav
the Russian Infantry at dawn struck:
the last breath from the defense of the
fortre.ss. The position of the defender
had been hopeless since Friday when a
sortie by the best Honvcd division was
cut to plee-c- s cast of Przemysl by Rus
sian guns from behind a crest too feet
high.

This cannonade smashed the Innor
citadel.

Saturday night Gen. Kusmanck ordered
a last desperate sortie to the northeast.

Yesterday the Austrians In Lupkow
Pass and the Germans in Kosumoka
Pass, responding to wireless signals of
despair, struggled furiously to reach tho
San Valley In the forclorn hopei of rais-
ing the Russian siege.
