Applicants for the lease of the prop
erty have been notified bv James L
Wllmelh. chief clerk of the Trasur
Department and custodian of the prop
erty that Hit government proposes to
make it a proviso of the lea.-- c that
liquor never be dispensed on that
corner again and that any hotel com-
pany starting in business there will
have to be ojioutcj without tho usual
bar.
