BALTIMORE DOPE VICTIM

Shouldn't Be Treated ai Cnminal,
' Police Judge Says Chanties

Offer Cure.
Baltimore. Md . March ; I don t

believe that the man r woman who is
so unfortunate as to be a victim of

(the drug habits should ne treated as
a criminal." s nd Justice SUppie.t of
the Central Police Covin this morning.

Justice Supplee's remarks were oc- -
' casioned b the fact that he was trv- -
ing to handle a drug addiction case
with merrj and gentleness A oung
man, neatl dressed, wttn an intelli-
gent face, on which were imprinted
the lines caused b indulgence in mr-cot- ic

drugs and lines of physical suf-
fering from loss of his usual supply
of his accustomed "nerve quieter," had
appealed to him for assistance.

lie hid told the Justice that he had
use-- heroin for a number of ears. but
that since the passage of the Federal

law he had dlfllculty to
obtaining the usual suppl demanded by
his artificlallj created appetite, and then
when he could purchase the drug the
price wns so exorbitant, owing to the
risks taken hy the illicit dealer, that he
could no longer raise the money to buv It.

"I have pissed through agony, am suf-
fering agony now," said the man, who
is under 30 jenrs of age.

The upshot of the talk was that the
drug victim, accompanied bv Superin
tendent George R. McCleary of tho Fed-
erated Charities, will appear In one of
the circuit courts and will sign a paper
that he Is willing to bo committed to
some Institution, where, as he told the
Justice, he will make even effort to aid
tho phvslclans In curing him of his drug
addiction.
