Secretary McAdoo. who has Just re

covered from an operation, declined to
discuss the case. At his office it was

said the official statement of Comptroller
"Williams would stand for the depart-

ment.
"Without setting it forth as a con

trolling precedent. Treasury officials
yesterday did call attention to a de-

cision of the Federal Court of Appeals

last year, in which it was held that
the exercise of the powers granted by
law to the Comptroller of the Currency
was not subject to review by the
courts On the contrarv. Comptroller
"Williams expressed his readiness and
willingness that the case should pro-

ceed in the courts and reiterated his
belief that the department's case was
well founded. He asserted that the
officers of the bank had been guilty
of Irregularities "which were repre-

hensible." but which he said did not
affect the acknowledged solvency of
tho Institution.

Mr. Williams insisted yesterday that
In the presence of the Treasury of-

ficials Vice President Alles, of the
Riggs Bank, had admitted that he
knew of the facts used In the

"attack." upon the Comptroller's
office In connection with the settle-
ment of the. affairs of the United
States Trust Company, as printed in a
New York paper and believed them
to be true. This is denied under oath
by all the Riggs officials present at
the conference at which this subject
was discussed. Mr. Williams yester-
day also denied that any threat had
been made against the Biggs Bank by
Secretary McAdoo as charged In the
petition and asserted that this Incident
had been "garbed and exaggerated
out of all question."

"Without discussion and with but one
or two dissenting voices, the Chamber
of Commerce last night voted to adopt
a leport of its committee on public
health condemning the Harrison anti-
drug act as inadequate, inconsistent and
working injustice upon the poor. The
report pointed out loopholes in the new-la-

Dr. Lewis J. Battle, chairman of the

public health committee, who paved the
wav for the .chamber's investigation,
presented the committee's report. Dr.
Battle, in a recent of his
activity In starting the chamber's in-

quiry, said:
"My eyes were opened by The Herald's

campaign. When tho Harrison anti-dru- g

act was passed, I began a close study
of the new law with the result that I
find inconsistencies in it which make its
circumvention not so difficult as at first
appears. In fact, certain preparations
containing drugs are placed under no
ban and are open to all."

Cites Defects In Law.
The report of the committee on public

health further stated:
"We heartily approve the majority of

provisions or the law, deeming it a step
In the right direction. However, the law-I- s

Inadequate in that it falls to regulate
the sale of paregoric, which contains 46.3

alcohol and 1.9 grains of opium, and
which may be purchased in two-oun-

lots to any amount desired." It cited
several other defects In the law.

The report also directed the chamber's
committee on law to learn whether the
new law-- supersedes the old District phar-
macy act. The committee on public
health, in addition to Dr. Battle. Includes
Dr. W. P. Carr. Dr. A. R. Shands and
Dr. Harry Lewis, superintendent of
Emergency Hospital.

Gives Attention to Details of

Reply to Note on Our

Neutrality.

DECISION OF IMPORTANCE

No Issue During European
War Demands More At-

tention Than This.

WHENCE DID MEMO COME?

State Department May Query Embassy
to Learn Who Write It Came

Without Any Signature.

The administration will act upon the
recent communication of the German
Embassy containing strictures upon this
government's neutrality just aa prompt
ly as the careful consideration of all the
serious possibilities of the incident will
permit.

It was indicated yesterday that the
matter Is regarded officially as of such a
vital character, touching even the honor
of the United States government, as to
make it essential that there be no delay
in disposing of it. At the same time. It
Is felt that no issue has arisen during
the war which requires a more careful
weighing of the consequences of what-
ever action may be taken than this.
That this incident may rrove to be the
mark of a turning point of the relations
of the United States to the situation In
Europe was admitted here to be quite
possible.

Wilson In Charffr of Question.
For these reasons it may be stated

that absolutel.v nothing will be done In
the matter except as President Wilson
may direct. It has been made known
that the President will give his attention
to every detail of the situation and that
whatever policy is pursued may be re-

garded as entirely his.
The question puzzling pllcials is .the

precise origin of the German communi-
cation. The embassy communication
was a memorandum, inclosed in a let
ter, and. as is usual, bore neither ad
dress nor signature. It is practically
the universal custom, however, for the
statement to be made in such memo-

randa that It Is presented in accord-
ance with the instructions of the gov
ernment which the presenting diplomat
represents. Neither the note nor Am-

bassador von BcrnstorfTs memorandum
contained tho slightest hint as to
whether it was to be regarded as a
presentation of the views of his gov-

ernment, yet at the embassy it has
since been stated to newspaper men
that the memorandum came from Ber-

lin.
Docs It Express Knincr "Icvvsf
In such a case, it makes consider-

able difference whether the communi-
cation is to be regarded by the gov-

ernment to which it is presented as a
personal act of tbe ambassador or
whether it is to be accepted as a
statement of the views of Ills govern-
ment.

Exception may be taken to com-

munications presented by an ambas-
sador on his own responsibility with-
out af all involving the two govern-
ments in any unpleasantness. Since,
of all things, the administration is
most anxious to avoid becoming in-

volved In any unpleasantness with the
German government, it may readily be
understood why it is desired tei learn
In what eatcgoiy the memorandum is
to bo placed.

It Is likely, therefore, that an in-

quiry will be made soon of the Ger-
man Embus seeking to clear up the
State Department's doubt on this ques-
tion. When this information is avail-
able, it is slated, the administration
will know better how to proceed in
the case.

The Cabinet yesterday discussed the
German memorandum, but Ambassador
Gerard's report as to whether It repre
sents the views of that government or
was only the personal statement of
somo member of the Kaiser's foreign af
fairs organization will be received before
a reply will be made.

ASKS AMERICAN INQUIRY

Retaliatory Measures Against Officers

of Allies Held Prisoner.
Is Threat.

2 and U-- 8 was contrary to Interna-
tional law and asked that Mr. Gerard
make arrangements for a member of the
American Embassy at London to make
a personal investigation.

Referring to British charges that the
Germans farted to rescue those on board
vessels sunk by submarines, the note
cays:

"The Inference that rescues were in-

tentionally neglected can be denied with
horror."

Threat Against Prisoners.
Commenting upon the threat of re-

prisals against British officers made
In the German protest sent through
the United States, the Kreuse Zeltumr
says today:

"We hold 2.520 British officers pris-

oners. We are In a position to carry
out easily every repression necessary."

Without waiting to learn the result
of Its protest, Germany already has
taken retaliatory steps. It was an-

nounced toda'y. The overseas News
Agency issued the following state-
ment:

Keltcr, of Cherrvdale, Va.. borrowed
from her some writing paper, walked
Into her parlor, penned a farewell note,
ordered her not to move, shot her three
times, and then blew out his brains.

Mrs. Kclter. who is the wife of an em-

ploye of the Weather Bureau, was shot
through the hand, arm, and In the back
Just below the shoulder. Her condition
is not regarded as serious.

Robey yesterday morning went to
Cherrydale to visit his sister, a Mrs.
McDonald. Upon finding her absent, he
went to the Kelter home. After shooting
Mrs. Keiter he threatened to shoot Hes-

ter Wagner. 13. if she moved. He then
pointed the revolver to his temple and
fired.

The note penned was to Mrs. Mary
Sennell, a sister, with whom he lived In

Alexandria. In It he said he had started
out with the Intention of killing twi
men, but had reached the conclusion that
they were so mean It would be a shame
to waste lead on them. A half-pi- nt bottle
of whisky with one-thir- d of the contents
gone was in his pocket.

This attributes
the sudden offensive of the Teutonic
troops in the StryJ region to the arrival
of the Kaiser at the front and an order
from him to cut through the Russians"
left wing In order to force an abandon-
ment of the attacks being made "upon
the Austro-Germa- n positions at Uszok
Pass.

The Bourse Gazette's correspondent at
Lembcrg telegraphs that the Austrlans.
previously reported on the verge o com-

plete retreat, have launched fierce at-
tacks upon the Russians slong the StryJ.
Opor and Swlca. rivers.
are being rushed to this region, where
the Austrlans captured hill No. 39?. a
dominant strategical position, by a night
attack.

Has Five? Armies.
Gen. Alexander Llnsingen. of the Ger-

man army, with 2SO,00O soldiers. Is con-

ducting the StryJ region operations, hav-
ing superseded the Austrian commander
there. Ho has underfjhls control five
armies.

Simultaneously with the offensive in
the StryJ region of Galicta the Germans
In Northern Poland have reopened their
attacks along the Narew-Bo- br front,
again shelling Ossowlec and trying to
pierce the Russian lines at Jedwabno.

The following statement on operations
in this district was issued here today:

The Germans bombarded the fortress
of Ossowlec from S a. m. to S p. m. Sun-

day. The fortress replied effectively.
The Germans sent four fircshtps In the

form of rafts again3t Ossowlec forts.
Some were blown up by the fire of the
forts. Others failed to reach their desti-
nation.

In the region of Jedwabno violent
trench fighting occurred yesterday. Bomb
throwers were used to some extent.

"Small engagements occurred near tha
village of Bromierz. on the right bank
of tlie Vistula. We captured near Dembo
on the Narew a German aeroplane and
two aviators.

"Near Suw.ilki we captured four
German machine suns and a number
of prisoners."
