The tiiat move in the trial will be
the tiling of a motion by Roosevelt's
law or to dismiss tho complaint on the
ground that tho statement In question
is not libelous.

It will be urged that no charge of
personal corruption Is made. This,
however, is not a retraction and will
not be construed as such by Barnes
tiiii-.-- the Colonell's lawjers specifically
so state, which they say tonight they
do not intend to do.

Many Politician Involved.
After the motion is Bled and passed

on the jury will be drawn.
As the trial will involve almost

every politician who has figured In
State politics since Mr. Roosevelt was
governor, the "old guard of both
panics will be here in force. Roose-
velt in going himself on trial for libel
will put the State organizations on
trial on all the charges he has ever
made against them in speeches and
printed articles.

The week promises some of the biggest

DAY AJITANIC TOLL

Expert of Life Extension Institute Says
Examinations Will Save

Many Lives.

Boston. April 18.-- Of 1.000 New York
bank clerks subjected to physical exami-
nation only 3 per cent were found to be
free from physical impairment or dan-
gerous habits. Although their average,
ago Is only 33 years, 13 per cent of theso
young men and women had hardening of
the arteries, s per cent had organic heart
disease and 2S per cent had kidney dis-

ease.
These figures aro gicn by Prof. Irving

Fisher, of Yale University, who Is chair-
man of the reference Hygiene board of
the Life Extension Institute. The Insti-
tute is sponsor for a movement to raise
the average of human life by a system
of periodic physical examinations, by
which the Individual may find his weak
spots, and by dieting or physical exercise
or medical treatment or other forms of
personal hgiene overcome these handi-
caps and so insure a longer life.

"The lives unnecessarily lost in the
United States every day." sas Prof.
Fisher, "amount to a Titanic disaster.
Reckoned on an economic basis this vital
loss is terrific. We say the physical re-

sources of this country, its tanclblc as
sets, are worth J10O.OW.O0O.O0O. The vital
resources, reckoned in dollars and cents
that is, by capitalizing the net earning
power of her people are worth at least
three times our physical resources. And
the unnecessary loss by premature
deaths from diseases of old age. the de-

generative diseases, is about 10 per cent
of the appalling economic loss resulting
from the European war."

It Is to promote tho practice of per-
sonal hygiene that the Life Extension
Institute was organized recently. Former
President Taft Is chairman of the board
of directors, among whom are Frank A.
Vanderllp. Robert W. De Forest. Charles
E. Sabine, and E. R. I Gould. Elmer
E. RIttenhouse is president and Col.
William C. Gorgas Is consultant on sani-
tation. Many prominent physicians of
many cities are on the hygiene reference
board.

In speaking further of
chaotic conditions in Mexico, he said:

The Mexicans may quarrel among
themselves like husband and wife, but
they regard theso quarrels as their own.
All factions allko would resent any Inter
ference by foreign country.

Coat to V. . RO.OOO Men.
The United States, furthermore, would

have tremendous difficulty In subjugating
Mexico. The very topography of the
country would militato against success
by an American army. Tho Mexicans re-

cently have learned how to use dynamite
In warfare, and. In country where tun-
nels and bridges are of such strategic
Importance, u little dynamite would go

long way.
'To reach Mexico City would mean tho

loss of 50,000 men. and after the Ameri
cans had obtained possession of the
Mexican capital, they would find" their
lines of communication cut off. Dyna
mite could accomplish that.

It Is true that the United States In
tervened In Cuba and then turned the
government of the island over to the
Cubans. But In that war jou were
fighting Spain, not the Cubans.

" hat Mexico needs is strong man
a man who can hit the law breakers
over the head. Three weeks of good
strong rule would bring such Mexicans
to their senses. Diaz was that kind of
man. So is Huerta,

"It is not trun that Huerta is here
to start revolution. He wants to
see jour country. He will stay here

few weeks and then visit Niagara
halls, Washington, and other places. It
Is not certuin when he will return to
Spain, where his three sons and fivo
daughters arc."

A short time af?o, Matthew Bradley,
her eon by legal marriaue, Bhot and
killed his half-broth- Arthur Brown,
jr.. son or the late United States Sen-

ator Brown and Mrs. Bradley.
More than twenty years aco, Mrs.

Bradley married Clarence Bradley, a
clerk in a Salt Lake City railroad
office. For five years they lived to-

gether and all went well. Then the
poverty of her husband and the labor
attached to keepinc up their home
overcame the better nature of the
woman.

She had been a bookkeeper before
her marriage. Now she talked of a
"wider sphere" and soon became the
secretary of the Woman's Republican
State committee of Utah. Its presi-
dent was Mrs. Arthur Brown, wife of

the United States Senator. Sirs. Brown
entertained Mrs. Bradley In her home
and Introduced her to the Senator.
Mrs. Bradley and Senator Brown be-
came Infatuated and before long: Sen-

ator Brown began to 'call at 4uo
Bradley home.

Man anil 'Wife Qnarrel.
Mr. Bradley and his wife quarreled

over these visits, and presently there
was a divorce. Mrs. Bradley became
the mistress of the Senator, whoso wife
left him and went, with her dauhter
now an author and playwright to
Columbus, Ohio, where. she died a few
years after the crime in Washington.

Mrs. Bradley had two children by the
former Senator. She had often asked
him to marry her., but he always made
a noncommittal answer. In the win-
ter of 1906. he suddenly left Salt Lake
City and came East. Mrs. Bradley.
heard that ho was going: to New Tork
to marry tho motner or one of
America's most prominent actresses.
She hurried to Washington, met him at
the Raleigh, asked him If he was go-ln- ff

to marry her (Mrs. Bradley), and
shot him dead when he answered that
he was not. She waa tried for murder.
but the local Jury acquutea ner.

As she left the courtroom following;
tfc iurv's action. Mrs. Bradley said to
one of her attorneys: "My sorrows
have Just begun." Returning; home,
she obtained employment. Later her
two Illegitimate children. , got. glZ,opo
from tha estate of their wealthr father.
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Mrn. Bradley loved the Brown chil-
dren more than she did her legitimate
boy and frlrl. In fact, she said: "It Is
but natural that a woman should love
best the children of the man she
loved."

At any rate, throughout all his
life, Matthew Bradley, her oldest son.
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ARTHUR BROWN. JR.
has been a youth with an old face.
He was just a bablschen when the
divorce courts separated his father
and mother. When she shot Senator
Brown, he was selling newspapers on
the streets of Salt Lake City and it
was a pitiful sight to see this lad
running about shouting tlfe news that
his mother had just slain her lover.

To her In jail awaiting trial came
this letter from the child with the
old face:

"Dear Mamma: I have saved $24
and put It in bank. I'll send It to
you to pay your lawyer when the
trial begins.

"Your loving son,
"MATTHEW."

As he greV older, the facts of his
mother's life weighed on his mind.
He looked and acted older with every
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passing day. when other boys of his
age were having a merry time. He
worked, worked, worked to keep the
wolf from their door, because his
mother used all the money from Sen-
ator Brown's estate to the mental
uplift of his children.

A few months ago. Matthew went to
Price. Utah, and started to work for
a mining company. His Illegitimate
half-broth- er with bands as white as
snow and a demeanor of rest and con-
tentment went to see him a short
time ago. There they quarreled over
some trifling matter and there they
and what they represented faced each
other.

The boy drudge, old at 3. could not
restrain the hate that had been smould-
ering In his breast for years. He hurl-
ed an ep'thet at the younger boy. and
the spirt of the younger boy's
father flamed up. He grabbed a piMol
and shot down the lad who was old at ?0.

Circle Wn Complete.
He stood alone with the dead body

of Matthew Bradley lying upon the
floor. He. whose own father had been
killed In the same way by his mother,
had slain the son of his mother by her
husband, whom she had practically de-
serted for his father. The circle was
complete!

Is It any wonder that Mrs. Bradley
should have said, as she gazed out of the
window of the Jail In this city: "I would
rather die out there on the gallows than
face my children when they are grown
and know my story!"

Now the frenzied mother goes from
the grave of one son to the Jail that
holds tho other child a pendulum 'twixt
two- - extremes of grief. Those who sea
her say her sorrow Is too big for tho
light frame and tortured memories of one
woman to bear much longer. They re-

member the Biblical phrase pertaining
to "The Sins of the Fathers." The sins
of the mothers, too. are heaped upon tha
heads of their children.

DOPE SALE TO MINOR FELONY.

Bloch Draft? BUI Becomes m. Law In
vr York State.

Albany. April IS. The Bloch bill,
amending the Boylan law by making It
a felony. Instead of a misdemeanor, to
sell habit-formin- g drugs to a minor un-
der 18 years of age, was signed yester-
day by Gov. Whitman.

The measure also reduces the quantity
of narcotics that may be sold In pro-
prietary medicines without prescription.
