TURTLE BAY GHOST IS
LAID BY U. . INQURY

Commander of New Orleans Finds No
Signs of Naval Base Being
Established by Japs.

What perturbation existed in certain
quarters over published reports that the
Japaness were establishing a naval base
at Turtle Bay, Lower Callfornia, was put
at rest last night with the receipt at the
Navy Department of a report from Com-
munder Irwin, of the cruiser New Or-
leans, which visited Turtle Bay Baturday.

Commander Irwin reported that all the
operationa belng carried on by the Jap-
anese at Turtle Bay were connected with
the salving of the wrecked cruiser
Asama, which went on the rocks there
nearly two'months sgo. The Japanese
officera told Commander Irwin that they
expected to have the Asama floated
about the first of next month. The re-
palr ship sent from Japan arrived there
the lutter part of last month.

The New Orleans found st Turtle Bay
& number of Japanese colllers and sup-
ply ships, in addition to the repalr ship,
but Commander Irwin made no mention
of any warships being there. It is not
doubted, however, that the Japanesa
cruisers maintaining a patrol of the Pa-
cifle make frequent visits to Turtle Bay.

It is expected hers that this report
from the New Orleans will end the mat-
ter for the present. The only possibility
se¢n here of the Incldent becoming an
is=ue Is in the event that the Japanese
{ should continua to use Turtle Eay after
I the Asama has been flomted.
