Urge that All Freight Be Increased 10
Per Cent or Portion of Traffic
5 Per Cent.

The Southern carrlera pul up in the
Interstate Commerce Commission yosler-
day two propositions under the Cummins
art, now under consideration by the com-
mission, one that their freight rates on
June 2 will be automatically increased 10
per cent, or that they will be increased
5 per cent on a portion of their trafMic,
The brief, filad by R, Walton Moore and
Charles J. Rixey, jr., says:
