VIEWS CLASH ON
LUSITANIA CASE

Warning Does Not Lessen Defense of Murder, Is American
View Germany Justified in Going to Any Extreme to

Restore Law, Is Opposing Argument.

After painstaking investigation and study based upon the expressions of
representatives of both sides in the controversy threatening between the United

States and Germany, The Herald this morning offers its readers a succinct sum-

ming up of the opposing liews growing out of the submarine warfare being con-

ducted by Germany against Great Britain and her allies, and uhich has resulted
in four direct affronts to the flag of this countri, and a terrible loss of American

I lives.
In parallel columns arc presented, without comment, the licws of the
sides, as follows:

THE A3IERICA CASE.
The underlying issue as presented to

the L'nited States In Its role of a neutral
and quite apart from the charges Ger-
many and England make against each
other Is:

"Shall the Fnited States, as a leading
and neutral power, peiinit the Germans
to upset a centuries-ol- d principle of war-f.'U- e

and establish a new principle which
rermits the lives of neutrals and

to be destroyed by a bel-

ligerent on the hitih seas, and sanctions
attack on neutral vessels as a means of
breaking up trade in contraband of
war?"

If the Fnited States permits this kind
of warfare to continue without opposing
it by such means as it is able to use.
then, it is prediited. it will become an
established factor In the wars of the
future.

The German aigument that the real
freedom of the seas is to be obtained
for neutrality by compelling Great
Britain to permit Importation of food into
Germany is not oveilooked. It is not
accepted, however, as justifying the at-

tacks which have actually been deliv-

ered by Germany against the American
Hag. American life and Ameiican prop
erty. The Fnited States has objected to
and refused to accent some of the British
policies, but none of these policies has
involved attacks on the flag, the loss ol
life or destruction of property, nor do
thev affect the national honor.

The United States aims to support
not only what it understands to be the
law of nations, but also the laws of
humanity. It does not. therefore, ad-

mit the right of Germany to accom-
pany destruction of contraband of war
on i lie high seas with the destruction
of noncontraband American property
and much less the destruction of Amer-
ican life.

tight or Ceriimnj Limited.
The l'nited States recognizes the

right of Germany to use submarines,
but only subject to the same laws as
govern the use of warships. It adds
the right to destroy contraband car-
goes and the vessels carrying them if
it is impossible to take them into port,
with the limitation that nt

passengers and crerrr zz' always first
be put in a place of safety This limi
tation the l'nited States regards as not
only the law of nations but the law of
humanity.

Responsibility can not be placed on
the neutrals for their own sufferings
thiougli Germany's violation of the
law- -. Germany's warnings, whether
in official communications or in news-
paper advertisements, are not accept-
ed as-- altering the case In the least. A
man who warns his neighbor that he
is about to murder him does not by
that warning justify his commission
of the act.

Onl the most strained interpreta-
tion of the rules Germany claims to
be fighting for would permit the de-

struction of a giant passenger-carryin- g

ship such as the Lusitania. be-

cause of the presence of a relatively
insignificant amount of war material
in her holds.

The Gulfiight and rushing cases

constitute not only violations of the
laws of humanity, of international law,
but also violations of the laws for
which Germany claims she is fighting

the Meclaration of London and
finally of the treaty of 1S28 between
the L'nited States and Prussia, which
Germany has just said she considers
to be in force, in these two cases all
the possible elements were present
attack on the flag, attack on the neu-
tral vessel, attack on neutral prop-
erty., and attack on American lives.

What action shall be taken by the
United States on these issues must
depend on the value which the Ameri-
can people and their government place
on the principles at stake. The chief

ful manner

THE GKIIMA.1 CASE.
This statement is made on behalf of

Germany:
At the beginning of the war the United

States proposed to the belligerents that
the declaration of London be accepted
as the rules for the war. Germany ac-

cepted, but Great Britain insisted on
departures from it. and the United States
withdrew Its suggestion.

Great Britain thereafter declaied a war
zone in the North Sea in violation of
international law. Subsequently she pre-

vented the importation of foodstuffs for
the civil population of Germany, and
tried to starve GO.000.U1U people, in vio-
lation of the declaration of and
International law.

Germany therefore undertook reprisals,
in the form of a submarine program di-

rected at British shipping and the carry-
ing of contraband to the allies. These
will go on until Great Britain returns
to the observance of International law,
when Germany will be willing to aban-
don them. This proposal may be taken
again by the United States or Great Bri
tain at any time, and once mutual re-
spect for international law has been re
stored, the Hist step toward peace will
have been made. Germany feeis that
she is justified, however, in doing any-
thing, such as her submarine operations,
in order to compel a return to

will. If she can. cut off Eng
land from her supplies until observance
of law is restored, and neutrals cannotobject to the one policy more than they
object to the otlur. Which is the more

Blame Placed on Eniclanil.
What weie Americans doing on the

Lusitania after the warnings issued in
notes to the American government and
published in the American pres? Re-
sponsibility rests with the English

not with the German govern-
ment, for the loss of life. The Lusi-tania- 's

passengers preferred to trust in
the protection of England rather than
in the warnings of Germany, tney did
rot get any protection from England.

The Lusitania was carrying contraband
of war. (The statement that she was
armed Is not put forward for Germany
since Collector Malone's official denial of
the German charge.) She was practical
ly under the orders of the British gov
eminent. She was carrying milltury per
sons, j nereiore me 1 nitea states shouldnot have permitted her to carry pas-
sengers out of American ports. In view
of the warnings given.

Warning had been given of what might
happen, and, as the British government
has ordered its merchant vessels to at
tack German submarines, no further
warning could be given. She was torpe-
doed and sunk, just as other British
vessels will be torpedoed and sunk to
the limit or the ability of the German
naval forces. The loss of life is regret-
ted, but the blame is not to be placed
upon Germany, and It does not alter the
German point of view.

The effect of this decision which fol
lowed the admission of all but one of
the groups of Hoosevelt testimony was
vastlv to hearten the Koosevelt side.
The Colonel smiled in delight.
