Vigorous protest against the proposed
Seventeenth street car line extension of
the «auftal Traction Company Wwas
voired yesterday by Willlam P. Eno,
prominent traffic expert and author of
the District traffic regulations. He says
there i& a real need for hetter transporta-
tion facllities north and south, but de-
clares the way to get them is not to in-
crease the number of car lines, but to
Increase the efficiency of existing oneas.

“It is a bad practice.”” he =aid, “to put
double car tracks in a street not wide
enough for two lines of vehicles between
car and curb. For this purposs a street
width of forty-eight feet ls required.
Seventeenth street Is only thirty-two
feet wide.

Cars Could Be Doubled.
“There is plenty of room, however, on
the car tracks of Fourteenth street and
Connecticut avenue for at least double
practical

“A really good bus line on Sixteenth
gtreet Is very desirable.
