AUSTRIAN TROOPERS

Romie, May 2i.—Italian troops have en-

tered Austrian territory and occupied
several towns. The Austrians made
slight resistance, retiring evidently to

thelr strongly fortifed lines organized
for the defense of Trieste, which ls be-
lieved to be the Itallan objective.

At one point, Caporetto, the Italian
invaders have reacned the Isnpzo River,
which Austria In her offer of territorial
concessions—the rejection of which led
to the war—proposed should be the new
boundary between Italy and the dual
monarchy.

The attack was g0 unexpected that |t
met with comparatively little opposition
and the Italians occupled four towna,
Caporetto. Cormons, Cervignagno and
Terzo, and the heights between the Iria
and the Isonzo rivers
