The note of this government
under date of May 13 left no op-

portunity for an ad interim reply
from the German government,
such as has been received.

This government, therefore,
restates the demands of the first
note and expects a prompt re-

ply to the demands definitely set
forth.

German submarines have
caused the destruction of Ameri-

can lives and property in flagrant
violation of international law and
in outrage of the laws of hu-

manity. These acts followed an
explicit warning that the imperial
government would be held to "a
strict accountability" for any de
struction of American life or
property in violation of interna-

tional law.
The government of the United

States expects from the imperial
government a prompt disavowal
of any intention to jeopardize the
lives or property of peaceful
Americans on the high seas, rep-

aration insofar as reparation for
the taking of life is possible, and
convincing assurances that the
lives of Americans will not in the
future be jeopardized by the mili-

tary policy of the German govern-
ment. These demands must be
accepted or rejected in toto.

The government of the United
States verified the status of the
Lusitania as an unarmed mer-
chantman beyond peradventure of
doubt before the first note was
dispatched. While accepting, as
having been made in good faith,
the contention of the imperial
government, that it had strong
grounds for the belief that the
Lusitania was an armed ship, the
position of the government of the
United States has not changed
and will not change.

Scandinavian Countries Snffer
German Submarines.

London. June 4. Three neutral ships,
all from Scandinavian countries, have
been torpedoed and sunk by German sub-

marines in the North Sea with In twenty-fou-r
hours.

The Swedish steamship Lappland car-
ried four women passengers. With nine-

teen of the crew they were landed this
morning at I'eterhead. Scotland. The
Lappland was torpedoed and sunk dur-
ing the night while en route to England
with a cargo of iron ore. No warning
was given by the submarine commander,
according to the Ivppland's officers.

The Lappland began sinking rapidly.

ship; that the market was "rigged" and
the stock nearly doubled in price by
manipulation, while "those prominently
Identified with the management of the
road unloaded their shares. Joseph W.
Folk, solicitor for the Interstate Com-

merce Commission, and Mr. Untermycr
quizzed the witnesses.

The first witness called was Robert P.
lamont. of Chicago, president of the
American Steel Foundries, who made
the application for the receivership. He
testified the Rock Island company was
Indebted to his corporation in the sum
of $13.S1U. It was upon this debt that
he applied for the receivership.

Atinrnr MiKSeted Receivership.
Mr. Lamont said he would never have

thought of making application for a re-

ceiver had he not been asked to do so
by Silas H. Strawn. an attorney of Chi-
cago, who was his personal counsel.
Mr. Lamont testified tljat Mr. Strawn
came to him and informed him that he
had been asked by Roberts Walker to
procure some creditor of the Rock
Island to sign the bill for the receiver-
ship.

Roberts Walker took the stand and
promptly assumed full VSponsibllity for
instigating the recci cership. He .aumltted 7
that he had prepared the bill for the re
ceivership on March 31. He also admit
ted that he had not received the formal
authorization of the board of directors
to apply for a receiver, but insisted that
he felt authorized to take the step be
cause individually and Informally a ma-

jority of the directors had approved of
the proceeding in advance.

The fact came out In the course of the
hearing that at the meeting of the direc-
tors in New York on April 13 Mr. Amster,
one of the newly elected directors,

his confidence In his personal
ability to raise the necessary fund to
avoid a receivership. Furthermore, it
was claimed by Mr. Untermyer that as
late as April 19. the day before the re-

ceivership petition was filed, Mr. Amster
assured one or more of the directors that

had pledges of the necessary funds.
that time he had no intimation that

the bill for the receivership would be
filed the following day.

Originated Sheldon Committee.
J. Horace Harding, of the firm of

Charles D. Barney & Co... brokers, tes-
tified that he was the man who con-

ceived the idea of organizing the
"Sheldon committee," which issued a
circular to the shareholders asking
for proxies and support inthe elec-
tion of four new directors. The wit-
ness testified that nether Daniel G.
Reid nor William H. Moore had sug-
gested the idea to him. He admitted
that his personal Interest In Rock
Island affairs was small, but ten
shares In fact, and that he sold these
while the stock was soaring in the
early part of April.

Mr. Untermyer was anxious to dis
close the motive that inspired Mr.
Harding to busy himself in organizing

Sheldon committee. The witness
said he was not moved to do this by

ten shares of stock, but that his
firm was carrying Rock Island bonds

trust estates and for customers,
he thought' that they might be

impaired by receivership. Mr. Unter-
myer then tried to make the witness
admit that none of the underlying
bonds of the Rock Island had been
affected by the receivership in any
way.

MAY ASK RECOGNITION

Will Point to Steady Progress
Arms and Promise Occupation

of Mexico City.

irraal Conraromlcnt of Tlie Washington Hftild.
Vera Cruz, June 4. The reply of "First

Chief Carranza to President Wilson's
note demanding that the leaders of the
various factions in Mexico "get together"
for the salvation of the starving people
of the country under pain of American
action, probably will be dispatched to
Washington tomorrow.

Announcement was made here today
that the tone of the note will be "appre
ciative, friendly and sercn"." The Car
ranza note will express the gratitude ofj
the constitutionalists for the friendly help
given by the American people and will
take the position that the Wilson state-
ment was intended to be friendly and
favorable to the constitutionalist cause,
which will attempt to make capital out
of this fact instead of attempting to give
a solution for Mexico's ills as the note
required.

Mny Ask-- Recognition.
The reply of Gen. Carranza will point

out the "steady progress of the consti
tutionalist arms," and prori. i the early
reoccijpatlon of Mexico City as shewing
Carranta's confidence that he is worthy
of the Immediate support of the United
States.

The reply may eym go so far as to
request recognition In order the more
quickly to establish peace conditions.

The British consul here was Instructed
by the British Embassy In Mexico City
to accompany Arnold Shanklin. the
American consul general, to Mexico City
to bring out all the foreigners desiring
to come to the coast to embark for other
shores.

MEXICAN WOMEN

RIOT HIK FOOD

Five Hundred Are Daily

Dying from Starvation,
Is Report.

FIGURES SOON AT 1,000

Guards Needed to Control Starving
Throngs When Corn Is

Distributed.

Mexico City, June 4. All the horrors

that have gone before in Mexico City
cince the revolution began are heavenly
In comparison with the unprecedented
famine that has now befallen this cut- -

capital.
While the revolutionists of the wretched

country are running up and down the
railroad Ilnc3 sacking, ravaging and de
stroying, Mexico City, severed from the
still remaining areas of production as
completely as from the ports. Is. liter-
ally and rapidly starving to death.

The population of the capital Is approx-
imately loO.OOO. If ail the corn, frijol. rice
and cereals In the cellars of the Spanish
commission merchants were com-

mandeered by President Roquez Gon-

zalez Garcia for the relief of the hungry
men. women and children of the peon
and middle classes It Is doubtful if each
family would receive enough rations to
last them seventy-tw- o hours. The rea-

son is that the' food supplies within the
city have been practically exhausted and
tho armies, which possess all
the lines of communication to the states
of Klchoacan, Qucrctaro and Vera Cruz,
arc confiscating all the incoming corn,
frijol and other foodstuffs.

BefiTRars on Increase.
Since the food situation became acute

thc number of beggars has increased a
hundred fold. They infest the central
thoroughfares: every doorway Is littered
with them. In front of the restaurants
and clubs they cluster like flics and fairly
swarm around the well-dress- patron.
Importuning him with their pitiful ap-

peals until he scatters his cartoncs
among them.

The majority of the beggars In the
streets of Mexico these days are little

Hnothem. so shriveled with hunger that
their skins have come to look like j

cracked leather.

When the starving peons are no
longer able to shuffle about the
streets, they crawl into doorways
half a dozen huddled together and In

the morning the city carts come along
and, just as rubbish is collected In an
American city, the bodies are picked
up and carried away.

From starvation alone since the first
week of May the average daily death
rate has Jumped from scores to hun-
dreds. It Is estimated by the Ayun-tamlen- to

the town council that 500
persons are dying every day from
hunger or from causes immediately
superinduced by lack of food. It Is

also predicted by the Ayuntamlento
that within two weeks, unless com
munication is established with the
producing states, the total will reach
1.000 dally.

More Than ff.OOO In Line.
Eleven carloads of corn that President

Garzia confiscated yesterday from the
Zapatista general, Antonio Navarro's
brigade, were at once carted to the Pala-cl-o

Mineria In the Calle Tacuba and
there distilbuted to the starving popu-

lace. More than 6,000 gaunt-face- d women
swarmed In front of the stately building.

The distribution tasted all the morning
and afternoon. During that time pre-

cisely MS women dropped to the pave-
ment from exhaustion by the:r hunger.
it became necessary to transform the
nearby edifice, de Communlcaclones, Into
a relief hospital.

Many of the forts, moreover, had
been practically dismantled by the Aus-
trlans before their surrender in March.
