“Dental Days” Now Being
Used in the Classrooms of
Many Large Cities—Dental
Inspector and Voluntary
Clinic Report Upon Work
Done During Year — Civic
Bodies Will Ask Congress
to Establish Free Clinics.
Dr. Spiegelblat Will Talk
on Toothbrush Dangers.

“Attention! Ready—dip."

“left slde—one., two, thres, four,
five, mix, seven, eight, nine, ten. Dip.

Right side—one, two, three, four,
five, six, seven——"

What is it all about? You shall hear.
No, It Is not a lesson in modern danc-
Ing. Neither is It a game of juvenile
triviality. The sounds are sounds that
probably next year will echo through
the classrooms of Washington's pub-
lic schools. The motions are motions
that probably every school child will
go through. No, neither dance nor play
—merely the regular toothbrush drill

Cities Adopt “Dental Day.”

It in & new jdea—the tooth-brush
drill. New York and other cities have
adopted the idea. “Dental days” are
set apart for the tooth-brush drills
Each pupll is given a brush, a tube
of tooth paste, an Iindividual paper
cup, a plitcher and a basin. The chil-
dren stand in the aisles beside their
desks. Teacher rtands at the front of
the room with a tooth brush in her

hand.

“Attention!" ahe ghouts. Each pua-
pil stiffens his muscles, holding his
toothbrush firmly In right hand.

“Ready” warns the teacher. Each right
hand advances with its tooth brush.
“Dip,” commands teacher. Teacher and
each of the pupile dip thelr brushes
in the cup of water. Then nces

“We do not feel that the expense of
such an institution, now being oper-
ated and supported by a few public
spirited dentists at personal saerifice
of time and money, should be allowea
or should be necessary in this great
capital of the nation. In view of the

Under the present dental Inspection,
it is possible merely to notify parents
of the condition of the teeth of their

children and recommend that atten-
tion be given them immediately. The
parents of many children are too poor
to pay for having their children’s teeth
treated. It is such cases as these that
the dental clinic takes care of.

The clinic is operated voluntarily by
members of the dental association.
