New ‘“War Knives” Used.

“The Turks made several heavy bomb
attacks during the night, our troops
twice being driven back a short distance.
Early In the morning we regained these
trenches by a bayonet altack. They
have since been strengthencd.

“About 5:30 a. m. 2,000 Turks, moving
from Krithia Into a ravine, were scat-
tered by our machine gun fire

“These operations reflect great credit
on the vigilance and accurate shooting
of H. M 8 Scorplon. The Turkish losses
in the Nullah ravine are estimated at
1,500 to 2000 dead.

“About 10 p. m. on June 30 the Turks
again attacked with bombs a portion of
the most northerly trench captured by
us on June 2. During this action an
aficer of the Gurkhas, being wounded,
not dangerously as it turmed out, the
men becams iInfuriated, flung their
bombs at the enemy and then, charging
down and out of the trench, used their
Kukris (war knives) for the first time
with excellent effect.
