Cnnrernine the Y. M. C. A. work
among the soldiers and prisoners in the
wr ramns of France. Mr. Davis writes:

"To realize what the Young Men's
Christian Association is doing in these
war camps one must see the large nuts
rrnwrted with men writing home, or the
line of soldiers, sometimes rods Ion
waiting their turn 'to get a cup of somo
hot drink.

"The fallowing weekly order for one of
these camps will give some idea of the
material part of the association's minis-

tration to the soldiers and of the execu-

tive and business ability of Callan (the
general secretary In charge). sas Mr.
Davis.

"Every night in the week from v to

l.nro men. depending on the size of the
hut. crowd into lectures or entertain-
ments which, whatever their nature, are
closed with prayer.

I as in one of the
double huts one night where nearly l.Wi
men were listening to a concert and as
many more weie lined up outside the hut

"But the greatest evidence of the use-

fulness of the Y. 51. C. A. In this situa-
tion." continues Secretary Davis. "Is
what the men say and do. On the way
nut to the camp we met a company of
soldiers going to the front. When they
saw the emblem on our auto they broke
into a cheer for the Y. M. C. A.

"In one of the camps the officers at-

tempted to enforce an army ordinance
zranting a canteen a monopoly on the
sale of refreshments, and ordered Callan
to vacate the premises. Callan at once
took the matter up with the hlpher of-

ficials, but. meantime, the soldiers, hear-
ing that the association was likely to be
put out of camp, went to their sergeant
with the earnest revest that the Y. M.
" A. h allowed to remain. The eerg-ean- ts

went to their commanding officers
and said they feared the consequences to
discipline if the V. M. r A. should be

away. This intervention accomp-
lished its purpose.

"The Church of Scotland sent a promi-
nent minister to investigate the V. M. C
A work. On leaving France he told Sec-
retary Callan- - "I came out here thinking
of tea and cake and I am going back
with a vision of a wonderful spiritual op-

portunity I came to scrutinize the work.
It bears all the scrutiny that can be put
upon it.'

"The Y M. C A. has completely- - won
the confidence of the Indian troops so
that they consider the association as the
moral force in camp. AH officers, both
Indian and English, maintain that the
association has been nlmo.--t indispens-
able for discipline in the cmp. The pro-

vost marshal said- - 'The service this as-

sociation is doing i incalculable.' An-

other officer said: 'This association Is
doing just the work needed for the In-

dian troops.'
"Drunkenness among the Sikhs has

Heen completely cured through the in- -
strumentality of the association andjits
ccretaries. Not long after the troops

arrived in France the Sikhs got to drink-- 1

ing heavily. Finally the extreme pun-- j
ishment for drunkenness was given hen I

two Sikhs were flogged before the regi-
ment. All Sikhs in camp took this as a
disgrace and called a meeting in the
V M C A hut to discuss what they
'ould do. After talking the matter over
'or about fifteen minutes they decided
lo adjourn lone enough to get a Y. M.
C A. secretarv to come and address
them on temperance and tell them how
Ihe could oercome drunkenness

"In view- - of the soeial condition in In.
dia one of the most significant results
of Y M. C. A. work is the wa in which
the Indians have caught the spirit of
social service and are helping one an-
other "

G LeRoy White, pastor of Anacostia M.
E. Church, who will be the Institute In-

st rjctor for that department. Mr. White
has also announced that he will conduct
a class in Christian stewardship, using
for that purpose the new- - book distrib-
uted by Methodist Concern,
"A Man and His Money." Classes in
Mr. White's department will receive in-

struction in Kocial service in
cities in its relation to the church and
home missionary work. Mr. White has
a broad experience in this work, part of
which has been gained in the Anacostia
Federation for Social Service, of which
he is the president.

Rev. John R. Esaias, pastor of Gor-stic- h
M. E. Church, one of the youngest

ministers ln Washington, will conduct
the course In the department of social
service. A class In the study of the
liquor problem will also be conducted
tinder this department. Mr. Esaias was
selected by the committee for this posi-
tion on the institute faculty because he
has recently completed a course In so-

cial service at a Boston Institution which
peculiarly him to give Instruc-
tion needed by the delegates who will be,
the leaders In the community survey
which the Washington District League
will make next winter. Thla mrvey will
entail a door-to-do- canvass of the en-

tire city.
The classes in the department of recre-

ation and culture will be Instructed by
Rev. Dr. F. X. McCoy, recently transfer-
red to Washington from North Dakota.
Dr. McCoy, who Is the pastor of Waugh
M. E. Church, has prepared a course
containing special Instruction on the so-

cial aspect of the Epworth League In its

relationship to the church, a subject
which has heretofore been neglected al-

though acknowledged to be one of the
greatest assets to the church in its ef-
forts, to provide wholesome amusement
as an attraction to its younger member.

The institute committee has arranged
the dally program so that the forenoon
of each day Is given over to the various
classes. The first hour each morning
will be devoted to a model Epworth
League devotional meeting, after which
the delegates will separate to attend the
several classes in which they may be
enrolled. The afternoons will be devoted
entirely to recreational features. The
tennis courts, bowling alleys, boats and
bathing facilities will be at the disposal
of the delegates and in addition a num-
ber of interesting features are being ar-
ranged by the recreational committee,
among them an Inter-chapt- er field tour-
nament, which will Include tennis
matches and other outdoor sports.

Cordcll Powers, pastor of Eldebrook M.
E. Church, of Tennallytown; Rev. Dr.
John William Smith, of North Baltimore
M. E. Church. South, and Rev. Dr. W.
A. Rccd. superintendent of the Oakland
district of the West Virginia Conference
of the M. E. Church.

While the institute has been arranged
by the Washington District Epworth
League, the three Baltimore districts
and the Frederick district, of the Balti
more Conference; the V. M. C A..

In this
connection, recognition should be made
of the trulv magnificent service the daily
newspapers have rendered religion in
their support of the 'Go to Church Sun
day idea. The scheme has already
swept around the world. Always It
should arry an advertising campaign as

n of its abiding consequences.
"The old. old danger in all advertising

U piesent in church publicity namely,
that good" shall not be as represented.
For a cold, lifeless church to proclaim
'Welcome' In display type violates the
cardinal principles of the Associated Ad
vertising Clubs of America. To call
dull, dreary sermons in a gloomy build

lifting is as wrong an to advertise
false bargain sale."

The Chicago correspondent of the
and Christian World tells

of his visit to the advertising men's con-
vention:

I interviewed one or two of the "ad"
men to see what they thought of the
preachers and the churches as adver-
tisers. One was very frank about his
opinions. He said that most of the min
isters that he knows do not understand
the first principles of advertising. "I
know ministers that have fine equip-
ment, in other words, they have a store
full of goods, but they need a window
decorator. They do not know how to
dress what they have so that It Is fetch
ing. You see it Is this way: Tou min-
isters, when you stand up to preach on
Sunday, announce your text in the same
old way that you have for the last
twenty years. There Is nothing attrac-
tive about the text or about your an-
nouncement of It. Tou do not use the
power of surprise and worth of variety.
When you do this way you probably
have hearers who will say to themselves.
'I know exactly what you are going to
say on that text': or perhaps they say, "I
have heard a lot better men than you
preach on that text," and forthwith you
lose thst hearer. Some of you ministers
announce the week beforehand the topic
of the next sermon and tell the people
what you are going to say. I heard a
minister doing that not long ago. Why
should people come to hear a second
time sermons that are so announced?
The gist of these sermons has already
been given. If you have anything that Is
attractive In your sermon put that out
first to catch and attract"

"That Is good,"- - said I. "What else
.have you against us?"

Well, you see. you ministers do not
adapt your services to the end sought.
You've gotten Into, a rut, and the only
difference between a rut and the grave
is that one la a.Utile., deeper .than the

fits the

other. Tou hold your services the same
old way, not minding your failure to
reach and Interest the people. Why not
study the psychology of the crowd and
plan your services to make a harmonious
whole that shall make the Impression
that you seek. If the 'ads' we men pro-
duce were as disjointed as your services,
we would get fired, and that soon. True,
you ministers have It hard, for you must
make ohoir, organist and ushers work
together."

"That is another good point," was my
response. ."What else?"

The "ad" man replied: "The greatest
criticism I have to make of you preach-
ers Is that you don't mean it. We have
found that the 'ad' man does not succeed
until he comes to believe absolutely In
the goods that he Is advertising. You
men have the finest line of goods on the
earth. You are dealing with ideals and
religion. You need never be afraid that
some one else has a better line, and you
always know that what you have will
be good for those that receive. It may
not be best for every man to buy what
we have to selL You can throw yourself
Into your work with every power that
lies within you. Why don't you do it?
Why do you preach as If it did not
amount to anything?"

Some churches
observe the supper at the morning hour
in one month and at the evening hour
in the next. Other churches contlnue
the morning observance and have an
evening communion service once every
two months. Churches should consider
the advisability of at least an occasional
evening communication service."

The first named is head of
the Disciples unity commission, and Is a
speaker at the forthcoming North Amer
lean conference on church unity, to be
held 'at Garden City, Long Island, next
January. The other is president of the
American Christian Missionary Society.
These leaders argue the necessity, of
strength In Disciples counsels in New
York, and hence are urging their class-
mate to sacrifice and go there.

Disciples In New York City have four
teen or fifteen churches, but all are
small compared with other denomina-
tions. The most, considerable Dlsnlcles
church, the Central. Is on the Upper
West Side In Manhattan, and once had
Rev. B. B. Tyler, a Disciples leader, for
minister. Its building is well appointed
but poorly located, so its members say.
Its present supply Is Rev. J. M. Phlllput.
