Gompers Pleads with Wilson
For "Fair" Eastland Probe

Labor Head Tells President Steamboat Inspectors Are
Guilty Cites Warning of Danger Giyen by Chicago Fed-

eration Deplores Officials' Inquiry Into Own Acts.

Declaring that the steamboat Inspec
tors of the Department of Commerce
principally were responsible for the re-

cent Eastland disaster at Chicago. Sam-
uel Gompers. president of the American
Federation of Labor, has sent a letter
to President Wilson, urging that the
investigation of the catastrophe be taken
out of the hands of the inspectors and
that a commission of disinterested citi-
zens be appointed to make an impartial
probe of the matter.

"A little more than a year ago," reads
the letter, "the secretary of the Chicago
Federation of Labor, in a protest to the
Federal Inspection bureau at Washing-
ton. D. C. called attention to the crowd-
ed condition of excursion steamboats
regardless of sufficient life boats or able
seamen, and predicted that in the event

lives would be sacrificed even if the boat
was tied to the dock. Despite all these
warnings, this terrible disaster has hap-
pened.

"Since all our inspection agencies have
proved woefullv inadequate, would it not
be a travesty on justice, would It not
make light of the value of human lives
that were destroyed In the Kastland
and the value of other human lives
that shall be intrusted to other vessels.

"Can we hope to get at the facts in
the case? Can we hope to establish
principles that will enable us to devise
construction measures to guard against
future disasters by permitting the vari-
ous Inspection agencies to investigate
their own work and to make final report
on the same'

"Permit me to urge upon you with the
greatest earnestness the necessity of tak-
ing the investigation of the Eastland dis-
aster out of the hands of the Inspectors
who are responsible and appointing a
commission of disinterested fair-mind-

citizens to make an Impartial Investi-
gation and whatever recommendations
they may deem wise.

"In this connection, also, let me urge
upon our attention howr completely
the Eastland disaster refutes all of
the arguments that have been urged In
order to bring about amendment or re-
peal of the Seamen's act, a measure
designed to protect human life. If, as
a nation, we have regard for the value
and the sacredness of human life. If
we esteem human beings higher than
property or property Interests, we shall
insist that the Seamen's act shall not
lie weakened but strengthened In order
to provide greater safety and greater
security for future water traffic or
travel "
