There are ten
buildings on the ground, representing a
value of S3.yv.000. and there are 230
Pythian orphans in what 13 a "real"
home, it is stated.

At Weatherford. Ter.. the Grand Lodge
of the State has Invested 1150.000 in
buildings and equipments, and also has
an endowment fund of JSO.OCO. The home
admits children of deceased knights
whose age is under IS years, also children
of Knights of Pythias if the father is in
destitute circumstances or permanently
disabled from earning a livelihood, all
Indigent widows of Pythians, and the
wife of a Pythian who Is In destitute
circumstances, through misfortune, and
whose husband is unable to earn a liv-
ing.

A new 11M.0O0 home was opened In
Springfield. Mo., a few months ago. to
care for aged and dependent Pythians
and their wives and the widows and
orphans of members of the order.

At the home at Clayton. X. C. the
citizens of a State have united with
the Pythians in making suitable pro-
visions for the care of orphans of Py-

thians in North Carolina.
A Pythln home for Indigent Pythians

and the widows of members, and chil-
dren of deceased Pythians. Is located at
Tullahoma. Tenn.. on 510 acres of land.

Lexington. Ky., has a home devoted
to the care of widows and orphans.

New Tork Pythians, at Ogdensburg,
dedicated July 4. 1313. a home for the
care and comfort of dependent members
of the order, their wives and the widows
of Pythians.

A home, built and maintained by the
order of Illinois, was dedicated at De-
catur. July S. 1912. and at the last re-

port was occupied by many men. women
and children.

One of the finest homes In th'e United
States; it is said. Is located at Harmony,
Pa., and was dedicated, a few months
aco in the presence of a large caihrrini- -
