partment on September 14 for awards
of contracts to motors for naval
aeroplanes. The work to be let out will
involve, an expenditure $100,000.. The
department desires to purchase twenty-seve- n

motors. The specifications for
twelve motors delivering from 100 to 200

brake horsepower, twelve delivering from
iro to HO brake horsepower, and two of
greater than 160 brake horsepower. The
department also wants to purchase one
motor delivering from 110 to 160 brake
horsepower.

It this type of motor proves satis-
factory eleven additional ones will be
purchased later. In announcing that pro-
posals would be opened on September H
for motors as indicated. Secretary Dan-
iels said that inviting bids is in line
with the deDartment's eoliev to encour

GERMAN ADVANCE

After Retiring Troops, Rus-

sians Destroy 5.000 Miles

of Railroad Track.

BIG BLOW TO TEUTONS

Onrushing Victors Find Only Deso-

lation Inhabitants Have Moved.

Factories Are Gone.

Petrograd. Aug. 17. Grand Duke Nich-
olas has accomplished his aim of hold-
ing the railways into the interior neces-
sary for the orderly retirement of his
troops before the advancing German
hosts. As the Russians retire they de-
stroy the lines and wreck the roadbeds.

Government railway officials estimated
today that more than 5,000 miles of tho
lines built In Ppland at enormous cost
had been wrecked. As the railway lines
constitute the only route of advance In
many parts of Poland, the Germans will
be materially delayed after they have
taken the second line of Russian de
fense.

With the cities practically denuded of
their civil inhabitants, who were in-

structed to leave before the German on-
rush became a menace to the Russian
positions In Poland, and with the fac-
tories removed to the interior, the
Kaiser's troops will be disappointed in
their hopes ot taking property of great
value.

It was announced today that the evacu-
ation of Blclestok was progressing satis-
factorily. The banks and other impor-
tant Institutions have been taken to the
interior.

The evacuation of Riga continues.The
famous church bells of that city have
been taken to Moscow.
