DUST IS RESPONSIBLE

Doctor Says the Best Remedy Is a
Little Oil In the

Nose.

Thousands of persons are gradually
end lnsldously becoming deaf with a,

lessening- of efficiency and of mental
activity that may have the most se-
rious consequences, says Dr. D. Har-
old Walker, of Boston. In a paper in
the current Journal of the American
Medical Association.

"Mr. Holt, in an article on physical
economies read before the American
Otological Society, by a mathematical
formula finds that the adjustment for
damages for the total loss of hearing
of one ear, in a man 4E yean old, re-
ceiving 12 a day. Is about J1.700,"
says Dr. "Walker. "The question of the
value of the sense of hearing Is an
Important one, and Is not mentioned
in the usual accident policies.

"It is true we possess more hearing
than we need in our present life. In
Colonial days we depended on acute
hearing to enable us to hunt the deer
and discover the prowling Indian, but
now all that seems necessary Is to be
able to hear the telephone bell and the
satanlc blast of the motor horn.

"In ou.-- strenuous climate of the East
much harm results from the modern
method of putting babies and small
children out of doors to sleep In all
Kinds or weather.

"In treatment of the adult deaf It Is
necessary to recognize the mentally
depressed condition of the average pa-
tient and to encourage him as much
as possible, at the same time telling
him the facts The usual chronic
deafness cannot be cured, and afflictedpersons should be told so In a tactful
manner. They should be encouraged
to go among their fellow men and use
their ears. The tendency of the dear
person is to hibernate: to consider
himself a nuisance to his friends. Thisworry makes a bad matter worse.

"Motoring has become so general
that a 'motor ear' is of common oc-
currence. This condition Is caused by
the abnormal speed through the air
and from the Irritation of dust. The
use of a little simple oil In the nose
before going out and a plain saline
wash after returning Is good."

Dr. 'Walker has been exercising cer-
tain delicate muscles of tho ear by
electricity, using an alternating sin-
usoidal current. Thirteen or fourteen
out of twenty cases of deafness have
been Improved, so far as hearing mora
distinctly Is concerned.

Noted New York Specialist Denies

Old Theory About Health
of Country.

Los Angeles. Aug. 22. People who live
In big cities live longer than those who
live In the country, according to Dr.
Woods Hutehlnson, of New York, who,
at the Whlttier residence of his sister.
