In~this work Mrs. Wilten-
myer revolutionizsed the diet system of
the Northerm army, for she organized =
model kitchen at Nashville, Tenn., where
she provided dally food for 1,500 mick and
wounded soldlers. She was under fire
at Vicksburg, Pittsburgh Landing and
other encounters, and was high in the
councils of Lineoln and the leading
Union generals. After the war she es-
tablished the Soldiers’ Orphans’ Home
at Davenport, Towa. She was the firat
president of the Natlonal Womans'
Christlan Temperance Unlon, and wrote
many popular hymns, and gained great
popularity later as a lecturer on the civil
war. In short, Mrs, Wittenmyer did a
dozen things well, any one of which
would have brought her fame.
