Large Shipments of German
Goods Will Come to
United States.

TOYS PART OF CARGOES

Orders-in-Council Modified -- Goods
Contracted for Before March 2
_Will Be Delivered.

Great Britain has glven assurances to
the T/nited States that a large quantity
of gooie of German and Ausgtrian manua-
facturers contracted for by American
importers prior to March 2, when the
British orders-in-council became effect-
Ive, soon will be released for shipment
to this country. Most of these goods,
sald to be valued at several million dol-
lare, and made up of chemiecals, phar-
maceutical articles and Christmas toys,
lie on the docks at Rotterdam.

Whether the concession about to be
made by Great Brituln will apply only
to the goods at Rotterdam or be extend-
ed to poods contracted for that are still
&t the factory is not definitely known.

The concession thus promised by Great
Britain will be a great rellef to Ameri-
ean importing houses. The consignments
in question are In the main articles that
nre urgently necded in the United States,
For example, i= stated that great
quantities of German Loys are involved,
and that failure of dellvery of such ship-
ments would serinusly affect the holiday
trade of many merchants

The action of Great Britain is regarded
&3 signifleant. It s taken
that Great Britain s anxious to piacate

Grey's Reply, Germans’ Charge

Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg's Answer to Statement
of British Foreign Secretary Gives Development of
Negotiations Before Struggle Opened.

Agreed to Landing.

“The reply continues with the asser-
tion that the discussion of all possibili-
ties by British and Belgian military offi-
cers must have heen reported to
British cablnet. Documents found in
Brussels show conclusively that a Brit-

fsh military attache cooly told his Bel-
gian colleagues  that Gresat Britaln
would land troops in Belgium without

the consent of Belgium, to which Bel-
gium never protested, having resolved
not to resist British violation of Belgian
neutrality., On the other hand, on tle

invaslon. the Belgian government made
all ite plang for co-operation with the
British forces. Such a country, the re-
ply declares, is not A neutral country.
‘“Pocuments also show that the British
general staff received, reviewed and dis-
cussed important reports  of attaches
ptationed at Brussels

Disregarded Treaty.

“The rounsellor did not try lo reveal
facts that would justify violation of Beal-
gian neutrality on August 4 1914 nnd
stuted his reasons in  his Relchstag
gpeech, declaring that German troops had
invaded Belglum after the Iatter had al-
rendy broken Its own neutrality.

“Prinee Lichnowsky remarked that tha
role of arbiter would be easler for Sir
Edward Grey if his country maintained
neutrality. The latter replled that, on
the contrary, the participation of Eng-
land would shorten the duration of the
war,

Could Have Avolded War.

“If Sir Edward Grey had assentsd to
the acceptance of the proposals for a
conference he would have malntained
peace,

“If Germany had quletly looked
while Russia gathered her millions of
soldiers at the frontier, Germany today
would look as East Prussia did after the
Russian Invasion, and Sir Edward Grey
himself had read the report of the Brit-
ish Ambassador at St. Petershurg that
Russian mobilization must lead te Ger-
man mobilization and war.

“If 8ir Edward Grey had told St. Pe-
tersburg that Great Britain would nox
enter the conflict war would have been
avolded Instead of beilng brought on by
the promise of support.

Bar to U. S. Protectorate Over
Republic.

Every word that comes from Hald
indicates that the treaty with the Dar-
tiguenave government by which the
United States proposes to exercise a fl-
nancial protectorate over the republic
will be ratified in the near future with-
out serious trouble.

ITALIANS COUNT
ON BULGARY’ AID

Sure Alleged Turko-Bulga-
rian Agreement Doesn't
Mean Aggression.

Rome, Aug, 3.—In political and diplo-
matic clreles in Rome there is still no
confirmation of the Turko-Bulgarian
agreement, and the bellef is persistently
expressped that If an agreement has been
signed it in no wise binds Bulgaria to
act against the policy of the quadruple
entente,

The general belief in Rome Is that
Bulgaria will only come to a decislon

after definite replies have been given
by Serbia and Greece to the entente
powers,

If the replies are favorable to the de-
mands of Bulgaria ghe will go over open-
Iy to the entente; If not then the agree-
ment with Turkey will be published.

Serbin's Views Known.

Reports from Sofia have gone so far
a3 to give the proposed concessions
granted Bulgaria by Turkey. These in-
cluded six square miles of territory east
of Enos, the rullway line through the
State of Karagach, and the (frontier
line to pass cast of the Maritza River
to the coast. The question of line in the
direction of Midia was still unsettled,
according to these reports

Some newspapers maintain that the
Italian government already hag received
the Serbian reply. but no one can say
anything definite about that. According
to some nutBorities Serbla made her
views known to the entente confidential-
Iy and the entente governments are still
negotiating with her in order to obtain
other concegsions Just as they are still
negotinting with Greece.

Itnlinns Optimistic,

It is for that reason that Premler
Vanizelos did not make his announce-
ment to the Greek chamber.

In effect, in the Italinn political worid
optimism prevails with regard to the
solution of the Balkan problem. There
s now greater confidencd in the prestige
and authority which M, Venizelos exer-
cises upon all the Ualkan governments
and there Is no reuson to believe that
he has modified hils inclination and sym-
pathles toward the entente powers.

As to Roumnnia there henceforth need

RUSSIA CRIPPLED

FOR TWO YEARS

Berlin Critics Say Kaiser
Is Greater than
Napoleon.

COULD CRUSH BALKANS

Germans Speculate on Effect on
Weaker Nations of General Of-
fensive Against Serbia.

Berlin (via Amsterdam), Aug 30.—
German military experts today declar-
ed the victory won by tha Kalser's
armies In the eastern theater the
greatest ever recorded in the annals
of warfare, surpasaing even thoss of
Napoleon.

Along the 800-mile front from the
Baltic to Bukowina, the Russiana have
retreated, and for two years they will
be unable to recover.

The smashing of the Russian defense
along fhe Zlota Lipa River is regarded
as opening the way to South Russia,
if the general staff elects to carry the
campalgn Into that quarter.

Coming at a time when the allies
are exerting every possible effory to
gain the support of the Balkan na-
tions, the reopening of the campalgn
in Galacla Is expected to have a vast
political influence.

Counld Strike Balkans.

Roumania, hesitant since the war be-
Fan, will undoubtedly refuse, German
officialdom believes, to join the allies
at the moment when Iarge Austro-
German armies are massed near her
borders. With Russia’s great forts in
the hands of the Teutons, it will be
possible for the latter to hold their
lines with forces much smaller than
are now active in the eastern theater
and detach great numbers of men for
operations {n another theater.

If the next general offensive is di-
rected against Serbia, the effect on
Greece will be marked, it is belleved
here. With success marking such a
campaign, Austro-German troops would
be In a position to strike and strike
hard at the small nations whose ald
the allies are seeking.
