"In answer to the question asking

whether he was expecting any call from

the Anglo-Frenc- h commissioners: 'No. I
certainly am not expecting a visit from

the commission, nor do I expect them to

ask me for the war loan. They know I
would not consider it.

"Both England and Russia asked
me for loans They were refused.
This war is awful. Don't you think
It is awful"

The Interview created a sensation
in "Wall Street on Its appearance
which abated somewhat when the
tickers carried the official denial.

The statement was taken to the of-

fices of J. P. Morgan, and taken by
ane of the officials to the banker.
After a few minutes it was returned
with the statement: "lou may say
that we are greatly interested in the
statement, but that we have no com-

ment to make."

James Eads How, "the millionaire
hobo," will confer today with officials
of the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion on a plan to have "hoboes" ride
on plush cushions Instead of on the
"bumpers" Mr. Howe said last night
several railroad magnates have admit-
ted that "hoboes" would be less trou-

blesome in the train than on the
"bumpers "

"We want this privilege for the hobo
who wants work and who has miles of
track standing between him and a
job In the past he has stolen a ride
beneath a freight car at great risk to
himself and a nuisance to the roid.
Under the new plan the man would

hae to furnish proof that he was en
route to a prospect Job.

Such transportation would be fur
nished by the railroads only when the
unemployed man would not crowd out
the paid passenger.

U. S. Completes
Its Task in Haiti

Treaty Is Signed and Govern

ment of Island Republic

The efforts of the United States in
Haiti have been brought to what is re-

garded as a successful conclusion by the
signing of the proposed treaty at Port
au Prince Thursday night, which waa
followed yesterday by the recognition of
the existing Haitian government on the
part of the United States. Prompt ratlfl-cit'o- n

of the treaty by th Haitian
chamber of deputies Is expected.

The treaty gives to the United States
government a large measure of control
oer Haitian affairs. It guarantees to

Haiti a stable and honest government.

Rear Admiral Caperton yesterday aft-

ernoon made the following report to the
Navy Department of the ceremonies of
recognition so far as the American forces
were concerned:

"I have been Informed by the Ameri-

can charge d'affaires that the United

States has recognized the present Haitian
government. Accordingly, at 9 o'clock
yesterday morning the national salute of
twenty-on- e guns was fired v.ith the Hai-

tian flag at the main This salute was

returned immediately by the Haitian
shore battery, gun for gun. After the sa-

lute I called on the Haitian President,
accompanied by my staff "

This recognition restores to good stand-

ing here the Haitian minister, Solon

Mencs. No government of Haiti has
been recognized by the United States for
many months, and, accordingly, the min-

ister has not enjoyed an official status at
the State Department

The treaty provides that it Is to be In

effect for ten years, but the expectation

here is that it will be extended unless

the Haitians are able to demonstrate that
the aid of the United States is no linger
needed

SATISFACTION TO U. S.

PROMISED BY BERLIN

German Papers Authorized to State

Arabic and Hesperian Cases

Will Be Settled.
Berlin ( ia Amsterdam), Sept 17 Ger-

man newspapers were authorized today
to announce that the government will
give full satisfaction to the United States
on the Arabic and Hesperian cases and
that within a short time the incidents
will be closed

The Cologne Gazette, commenting on

ing:
"Germany has the greatest possible In-

Ford Has Plan
For Cheap Sub

Auto Maker Will Tell Daniels
Details of Boat Next

Week.

Detroit, Mich.. Sept 17 --Henry Ford
has a plan for new submarines, one-four- th

size of those now in use, which
he will present to Secretary of the Navy
Daniels when he confers with him In
Washington next week. The new sub-
marines, he believes, will prove such a
staggering blow to high-co- st naval arma
ment that It will completely discourage
the promoters of costly Dreadnoughts and
will eventually be a great power for
peace.

"It would be no trick at all to produce
a submarine equipped with a gasoline
engine for Its entire motive power which
could sail anywhere under the sea carry-
ing a pill at the end of a pole powerful
enough to blow the mightiest Battleship
ever built Into a wreck of Junk." said
Mr. Ford today.

"The new submarine would be one-four- th

the size of the present submarine.
"These submarines can be built at such

a slight cost that all the Incentive for
greedy armament makers will be taken
away from them. They will cost only a
fraction of what the present submarines
cost and only a fraction of 1 per cent of
the 515.000,000 Dreadnoughts.

"If the public ia interested enough, we
may arrange to give it a demonstration
of this new machine some time in the
near future."

Reuben Pasis, 7 Years Old,

Smothers to Death in
Cave.

FALLS, TRAPPING THREE

Edgar Abel. 14, Digs Out Her
man Staffel Just in

Time.

Eight boys from 7 to 14 years old were
playing in the cut of a roadway at Nine-
teenth and A streets southeast yesterday
afternoon. The street runs through a
sand hill, and the boys were making a
soldier's dug-o-

The dug-o- ut extended six feet into the
bank. At the far end Reuben Pasis, 7, of
330 Sixteenth street southeast, wielded a
spade. The sand was relayed to the
opening by Herman Staffel, 11, his next-do- or

neighbor. Edgar Abel, 14. of 1533 C
street southeast, was the third youth In
the burrow.

Without warning the sand caved In.
Five of the boys on top of the hill Just
over the cave found themselves knee
deep In sand. Toung Abel was burled to
his shoulder pits Pasis and Staffel were
completely burled.

Abel started digging. The other five
boys ran for help, tf.be! dug- - down lour
feet, and reached Herman Staffel gasp-
ing for breath.

Ten minutes passed before searchers
discovered the body of Pasis. He was
drsgged from the sand as Casualty Hos-
pital physicians arrived. Dr. Warner, of
the hospital staff, said the boy had been
dead probably four minutes.

Herman Staffel was taken home. His
body Is bruised and he is suffering from
shock, but his condition is not serious.
He Is being treated by Dr. J. Albert
Potter, 300 Second street southeast, one
of the first physicians to reach the
scene.

ing defects in the submarine F-- 4, and
called attention to the official admission
that "all three of the remaining boats of
the F class possess the same defects."

Secretary Daniels said that It Is now
certain that the F-- 4 sank oft Honolulu
harbor because of an explosion of her
batteries. The report of the examining
board to this effect, he stated, convinced
him that the type Is too dangerous to
continue in service until a plan for mak-
ing them safe has been devised.

The Secretary said that his action In
withdrawing the F type from service was
due entirely to his belief that every pre-
caution should be taken to make the sub-

marines of the navy safe. If it Is Impos-
sible, he said, to make these boats safe
he will have them retired from the serv
ice for all time.

Officers of the vessel reported
that on September 12. at midnight fire
broke out The ship's officers stated
that eighteen fuses were found and
that there had been many explosions.

gers were transferred to the Italian
vessel Ancona on September II. The

Sant Anna was to proceed on her voy-

age today with 1.196 passengers.

REFUGEES CROWD ROADS

FLEEING FROM INVADERS

Hindenburg Hurls 400,000 Men

at Riga No Decision in Battles
in Galician Theater.

London. Sept. 17. Surrounded on three
sides, the occupation of Vllna by the
Germans is believed to be a matter of
only a short time.

Hlndenburgs forces, which flanked
Vllna and Dvlnsk by cutting the rail-
road between the two cities, haare now
advanced to Yldzy. seventeen miles east
of the railway and thirty-flv- e miles south
of Dvlnsk, according to an official state-
ment from Berlin.

Dispatches from "Petrograd tonight
practically abandon hope for Vllna.

Thousands of refugees are on the roads
leading out of the city. It la said. Tha
state archives and the gold in the banks
have been removed. The civil government
has completely evacuated.

The great factories which made Wna
one of the leading cities of Russia, hava
been removed and the employes have fled.

Vllna, for the Russians, forms a dan-
gerous salient, as Warsaw did In Poland.
The Germans have made practically an
Identical campaign against it The tongs
of the German are norr closing In. accord-
ing to Berlin reports, north of the city
and the Russians expect to give It up.

Fire Curtain Fails.
