Mr. Untermeyer was in Washington
for a few hours yesterday to attend a
conference at the Treasury Department
of the Joint high commission appoint-
ed to tieal with Latin-Americ- finance.

'I believe that the grand Jury will
find a true bill against the officers of the
bank," he declared to a representative
of The Washington Herald.

"On what grounds?" he was asked.
"On the grounds of perjury,' he re-

plied. "I think the affidavit signed by
three officers 'of the bank and submitted
In evidence, denjing that the bank had
engaged in stock speculation, is a clear
case of perjury."

"But the bank explained that these
transactions did not Involve the bank,
but only individuals acting as agents
for clients of the bank; that the funds
of the bank were not involved at all."

"In my original charge," returned Mr.
Untermejer. "I did not claim that the
funds of the bank were used. I stated,
as you may recall, that the Riggs wa3
a brokerage office within a bank."

GREAT GUNS EXPLODE

MUNITIONS STATIONS

French Artillery Reaches German

Stores Battle at Long Range
Continues in West.

Paris, Sept. 23 Destruction of nu-
merous German munition stations by
French artillery in Champagne is re
ported in todav's war office commu- -
niue. The official report stales that
the great artillery duel, in which mil
lions of dollars worth of shells have
already been used, is still In progress.
The communique:

"In Artois the enemy violently
bombarded the sector of Rocllncourt
and our trenches to the1 south of La
Searpe. Our artillery responded vig-
orously. There was Bome fighting
from trench to trench in the region of
Neuville. Our artillery directed an
intense and effective fire on the Ger
man trenches to the north and south
of Are. as well toward Beuvraignes.

"In Champagne a German mine ex-
ploded to the northwest of Pertes
without causing any damage of Impor-
tance. The fire of our batteries blew
up numerous ammunition depots.

"In the Argonne we bombarded In
different attacks portions of the ene-
my's lines where his works were re-
ported. The German artillery replied
feebly.

"Artillery duels occurred on the
Meuse heights and between the Meuse
and Moselle, accompanied by conflicts
with bombs, torpedoes and grenades
at Vauquoies and at Eparges."
