U. S. AGENTS DECLARE

Every Federal Reserve District Ex-

cept Philadelphia Reports

Trade Improvement

"Wltp the single exception of Phila-
delphia, business conditions are declared
to DCj Improving in every Federal reserve
district, according to the regular month-
ly reports of the Federal reserve agents
mad public In the Federal Reserve Bul-

letin yesterday.
The" reserve agent at New York re-

ported that wholesale business had ex-
panded in' Septmber and made a statisti-
cal 'comparison with the financial con-

ditions there a year ago. which he re-

garded as justifying optimistic con-

clusions.
The reserve agent at Boston noted

many signs of improvement. Here is an
excerpt from his report:

"There Is a general improvement in all
line of trade over last month. This
Improvement is very slight and reports
from 'same lines vary and are 'spotty.' "

The three Southern districts reported
promising prospects because of the bet-
ter prices prevailiing for cotton, and the
general feeling of confidence obtaining
among cotton planters and the bankers
who do business with them.

The Philadelphia reserve agent re-
ported as a result of inquiries made of
COO representative firms In his district
that domestic business is not up to
normal, although firms dealing in emer-
gency orders are working to capacity.

The Cleveland Federal reserve agent
said:

"Improved conditions heretofore con- -
lined to special lines have now found
their waj; into general trade throughout
me district."

The Chicago agent said-"S- o

far as there is anv chance in een.
eral business conditions, it is for the
better, ahd there appears to be a feel-
ing of more confidence in the future "

According to the St. I.ouls reserve
.itent. "general business conditions show
thfr increased activity indicated by the
improvement during July." Thlr obser-
vation Is said to apply especially to

trade. General business is re-

ported as prosperous in the Minneapolis
district, and is said to be moving "at
about normal." .

The reserve ngents at San Francisco
and Kansas City pointed out a number
of promising indications and saw little
eiidence of any decline from the presont
status.
