1,000 PUPILS ENROLL
IN NIGHT SCHOOLS

Twenty-four Buildings Opened—5,000
Students Expected Within
Few Weeks.

The night public schools of the Dis-
trict were opened last night, more than
1.000 students presenting themselves for
the courses. It Is expected the enroll-
ment will number 5000 students within
a few weeks. Ten of the night schoeols
are for white pupils and fourteen for
colored.

One of the changes to be inaugurated
fn the special system this year will be
the shaping of the courses of study ac-
cording to the desires of the students,
according to school officials yesterday.
It is believed such selection by the pupll
will encourage him in his work.

The special night schools offer courses
for academic pyreparation, and in mil-

linery, clerical, stenographic, and manual |

The foreign-born white population
in 1910 was 24,331, or 7.4 per cent of
the total population. Of this number
11,738 were males who had attained
their majority and only 6474 were
shown to have been naturalized.

In 1910 there were 5082 males aver

years of age who were classed as
illiterate, Of these, S10 were foreign-
born  whites and 3% were native
whites, the percentage of illiteracy bhe-
ing 6.9 for the former and 0.6 for the |
latter. The percentages in 1900 were
0.9 for native whitex and 5.0 for for-
elgn-born whites, thus s=howing that
while there has been a decline in the
praportion of illiterates among the na-
tive whites there has been a marked
increase in illiterncy among the for-
eign-born whites,

There were 1,349 white persons 10

21

years of age and over in 19810 who
were unable 1o speak the English
language, as compared with only 254

in 1900, an increase of 431 per cent In
ten years,

Among the approximately 14,000,000 )
foreign-born residents in the United
States in 1910, 1,650,361 foreign-born
whites were classed as illiterate.
These illiterate=s are the natural prey
of designing and scheming foreignera
and natives ns well and are compelled
to pay tribute, both in cash and blood,
for every service real or Imagined.
