The following statute, which Dis-

trict officials are seriously thinking of
urging at the next Congress, has been
enacted and tried elsewhere with very
satisfactory results. It seeks to forco
the property owner to take all neces-sar- v

fire prevention measures. It pro-
vides-'

"That in all actions against any per-
son, company or corporation for the
recovery of damages on account of
any loss or injury to any property,
real or personal, occasioned by Are
communicated from property owned
by one party to property owned by
another party, the fact that such fire
was so communicated shall be suf-
ficient evidence to ch.rge the occupant
of the property in which the Are origi-
nated with negligence, and place the
burden of proof of due care upon him,
and in case of recovery of damages,
any insurance at the time of such
fire upon the property owned by the
occupant of the building In which the
Are originated shall first be used to
pay the loss and damage of the pro-
perty destroyed hy reason of such
communication; provided, that this act
shall not apply to lightning Ares,
nor Incendiary Ares for which the oc-

cupant is in no way responsible.

ACTION EXPECTED TODAY

Daniels Will Grant Workers Another

Conference Department of Labor

Starts Inquiry.

The committee of navy yard machinists,
of which Nelson P. Allfas is chairman,
will call nt the Navy Department this
morning to confer with Secertary Dan-

iels again regarding the request for an
increase In the wages at the Washing-

ton Navy Yard. The committee will urge
the Secretary to announce his decision
so that it can report at a meeting of
the machinists which will be held this
evening at Naval Ix)dge Hall. Tourth
street and Pennsylvania avenue south-
east.

Mr. Allfas returned to the city yester-
day after a trip to Philadelphia, where
he'took up the matter of Increased wages
for the mechanics of the Frankfort
Arsenal with officials there.

Philadelphia) machinists were recently
given a raise of 24 cents a day. making
their wage $3 24 a day. but they feel that
they are entitled to J3.52, which Is the
amount paid by private plants.

Wage Inquiry BcKun.
Although Mr. Allfas refused to state

what progress was made at Philadelphia.
It was learned last night from an au-

thoritative source that the War Depart-
ment has asked the Department of
Labor to investigate the wage question
at the Frankfort Arsenal and that pend-
ing action by the Department of Labor
officials nothing further will be done in
the matter.

At the .Navy Department yesterday It
was stated that Secretary Daniels had
been too busy to take up the wage Ques-

tion at the Washington Navy Yard owing
to other departmental matters of greater
importance, but that It would be con-

sidered at the earliest date practicable.
Two delegations, representing four

other trades and two other grades of
mechanics, appeared before Assistant
Secretary Roosevelt at the Navy De-
partment yesterday and complained that
their pay checks were too small.

George L. Cain, of Boston, Mass..
president of the National League of
Government Employes, headed a com-

mittee representing about sixty-fiv- e men
at the navy yard who are coppersmiths,
tinsmiths, riggers, and modelmakers.

J. H. Wolfe. XV. T. Hebbard, and J.
XV. McConnell, representing the yard
bosses and foremen at the navy yard,
called to protest that the pay of this
class of workers I3 inadequate and is
only about fl a week more than that
paid to the machinists whose work they
supervise.

Draughtsmen Complain.

Navy yard mechanics have less to
complain of, as regards wages, than
the marine draughtsmen employed at
the Washington Navy Yard, an official
of the navy yard branch of the Ameri-
can Society of Marine Draughtsmen said
yesterday.

"While the group of draughtsmen at
the navy yard Is small," said the
oflilcal. designs of the men furnish
the mechanics with material to work.
Upon the accuracy of their calculations
the strength and efficiency of the
ordnance material and the ships de
pends, and yet the pay of the mechanic
has advanced 23 per cent since 1900.

while the pay of the draughtsman has
remained stationary.

"The resignation of 25 per cent of the
force last year attests that much dls- -
satlsfastion exists. The recent Increase
In mechanics' wages has Increased the
discontent, and unless there Is a raise
In pay for the draughtsmen It Is likely
that resignations will multiply.

"The draughtsmen at the navy yard
are paid less than draughtsmen who do
the same work for other bureaus. In
addition those at the navy yard receive
but the annual and sick leave granted
to the draughtsmen In other departments
of the service."

UNLAWFUL TO KILL
DUCKS BEFORE DEC.

Some of the District's highly famed and '

famous duck hunters are longing for De
cember 1 to drift around so that they
may be able to put their decoys out and
take a range at a black mallard, blue-
tt inged teal, or a canvassback. as under
the present laws duck hunting In the Dis-

trict Is prohibited until that date.
Although some of the leading local duck

hunters, which Include Dr Kord, Frank
Huseman. Joe Crouch. Jimmy Reynolds,
and Dr. liarnes vouch that the winged
darters are few and far between on the
Potomac this season. MaJ. Pullman's
"finest!." and the game wardens of the
neighboring counties will enforce the new
law, which was layed down by Congress
two ugo and which Is now a na-

tional l.iw.
Under tho old District law duck hunt-

ing was allowed in tins icmity frorri
September 1 to April 1. hut this year,
however, the government authorities have
taken the stand that the local police
should enforce the national regulation In
place of the District law.

RAILWAY LOSSES EXPLAINED.

President llnrrlmin TelU How War
Injured Southern.

Richmond. Va., Oct. 12. At the an-

nual meeting of the stockholders of
Southern Railway Company in this
city today President Fairfax Harrison
submitted the twenty-fir- st annual re-

port of the company. Referring to
the conditions under which the rail-
road was operated during the jear,
the report says:

"The flame of war which bur.--t forth,
all oer Europe at the beginning of
Auguhl. 1?14. had a sudden and with-
ering effect upon industry in the
South. For llii company the sud
denly changed industrial situation or
the South meant a loss in revenues
for the fiscal year of Sb.551.4S7.22, or
12.09 per cent.

"It was a situation which demand
ed radical action on the part of man
agement.
