But the flrst
thing after dinner Benny's mother
scrubs his face and curls his hair
and rigs him up In a white pique
suit, and tries to make him sit en
the porch the rest of the dar. Ho
mustn't roll In the grass because be
may get grass stains on his pretty
clothes; he mustn't ride his tricycle
because tbe grease will soil his white
suit; of course mud pies are equally
out of the question. And so the boy
Is miserable and his mother Is more
so looking after him. He naturally
has no Interest In living In .spotless
town, and he Us too young to under-
stand - why he" may play with the
Perkins boys In the morning and must
keep away from them In the after-
noon."

"Do the Perkins, boys suffer In the
same way?" I Inquired.

"Mercy, no!" my friend ejaculated.
THelr mother Is far too busy to put
on any frills with them. They have
plenty of clean rompers, fresh ones
on In the afternoon, so that they are
always clean and neat, but no white
suits for them except for Sunday
school or real' dress-u- p occasions.
