BY war:stocks
Market Affected by British

Note and Various Disquiet-

ing Rumors.

HEAVY SELLING AT CLOSE

Kitchin's Announced Opposition to

Wilson Naval Plan Partly Re-

sponsible or Decline.

New York, Nov. 8. The sharp break
that occurred In the Block market late
today reflected an Interruption in the
continuity of bull thought that had Its
inception when the disappointing quar-
terly earnings of the United States Steel
Corporation were anonunced on October
DS. Many stop-los- s orders, especially in
the war stocks, were reported and clos-
ing: prices were around the lowest of
the session.

Opening prices displaced Irregularity
with most issues showing fractional loss-
es, much importance being placed In the
tone of the Government's note to Lng- -
land. Following the first fifteen mm
utes buying orders came In that wiped
out the overnight losses and repiacea
them with sains that were enlarged later
In the forenoon Rumors that the King
of England was dead, that J. P. Morgan
was dead, and tlfat Russia was suing for
a separate peace, excited selling In the
afternoon, offerings becoming most pro-

nounced in the last hour Gains rang-
ing from two to five points In the war
shares were quick! wiped out and re-

placed with substantial losses. The

It developed today that under cover

of the recent firmness of the general
market some daring operators have gone
short of the war stocks, particularly
Baldwin locomotive. Crucible Steel and
Studebaker. They have maintained
their position for weeks notwithstanding
that the port sales, when these stocks
were around their high places, showed
large losses. The steady decline In the
war Issues has Improved their confidence
in the belief of lower prices for these
shares. The "Waldorf crowd'
of market speculators are also reported
to be heavily short of the kiarket and
are said to be heavy borrowers of stock.
especially steel common. They were
also reported to have been on (the sell
ing side today.

Holders of war stocks were piqued
with the dispatch from Washington
that Representative Kitchln was op
posed to President Wilson's naval pro
gram and would make a speech OP'
posing It. Those speculators who pur
chased the war shares, believing that
the administration's campaign to in-

crease our army and navy strength
would supply American companies
with war business even after the
European war, were particularly dls
appointed Much of this disappoint
ment found Its reflection In sales of
the war Issues.
