He is the originator of the Cal
kins svsleni of estimating par and han-
dicapping plavers thereon, and he now
advocates a chance In the amateur chain
rlonshlp which Is desluned to eliminate
the larse ndd bv taklnc advantace of
the plainK ability of the Kolfers as
demonstrated In past seasons, rather
than by the arbitrary ratine system
which lias been in vogue during the lat
few vears.

The entire svstrm is based on a method
of preferred grouping, for Instance, one
group to Include invited guests and all
previous national champions, while an-- i
other might Include all association and
state champions, with about five groups
in all.
