What is nervousness? The word
Is loosely applied to Indicate a variety
of conditions, from a bad case of
"fidgets" to a mental trouble;
thus, an illness that ended fatally re-
cently was ascribed by a friend to
"nervousness."

Now nervousness Is distinctly not a
disease: it may not even be a symp-to- n.

although It, of course, often Is.
Nervousness, as we see It In ordinary,
everyday life. Is a condition, more of-
ten a habit, brought about by cir-
cumstances and surroundings, and In
which those otherwise healthy, but
oi weak mental go to pieces.
Then, too, the condition is more fre-
quently inherited than not: but It is
very often acquired through wilful
and foolish modes of living; thus in-
cessant activity upon one, and
especially In the temperamentally
nervous, a quiescent state becomes a
positive hardship.

The trouble with most women Is
that they assume needless responsi-
bilities and magnify their own use-
fulness to others to such an extent
that they are frequently Imposed upon
and burdens are shifted upon their
willing 'shoulders that In time cause
a nervous breakdown.

Thus many mothers have an exag-
gerated Idea of own ability as
nurse, believing that their love and
sympathy will do more than eklir. and
In addition to their multiple cares
will assume the arduous task of
nursing a loved one through a
illness, vwnicn one specially trained
finds no small matter. With the es-
tablishment of convalescence, when
the mother can relax, and take some
needed repose, she finds herself un
able to do so; the habit of going
without sleep or of broken rest has
become fixed.

Dr. Jordan Aserts People of

Europe Did Not Want
Present War.

"NOBLEMEN CAUSED IT"

Advocate Says Peace Will Be Assured

When German People Take Com-

mand Away from Royalty.

"President Wilson Is the most precious
asset that the cause of peace has in the
world today." This was a, compliment
from Dr. David Starr Jordan, of Leland
Stanford Junior University, which
brought prolonged applause from an In-

terested audience In the First Congre-rationa-

Church, where he talked Sun
day afternoon. Dr. Jordan said he had
conferred with the President, but what
nassed between them he would not say.
"In the first place. I promised not to
ten you. and in the second I do not re
member." said tne peace aavocaie.

Credit in Europe Destroyed.
Dr. Jordan's talk carried many of the

points made in his other speeches, and
bo gave special attention to the e"

propagandists by asking,
"What would not peace be worth to Eu-

rope today?" Dr. Jordan wa Introduced
by Senator John P. Works, of California.

"This war means the destruction of
credit in Europe, and it will result in
making New York tho world s financial
center, not because It is richer, but be-

cause the English firms win be bank-
rupt," said Dr. Jordan.

"Conscription of men for military duty
Is tho greatest curse on earth. It is
making young men serve for men whom
the Lord appointed aa ruler, men who
never would have risen to any position
because of any merit of their own.
