ANIMALS SLAIN YEARLY

Federal Government Inspects 58.000.-00- 0
'

of the Slaughtered Beasts.
Thousands Condemned. !

More than S8.000.000 meat animals
were slaughtered In establishments
under Federal inspection during the
fltcal year ended June 30. 1915. Since
approximately from 58 to 60 per cent
of the animals killed in the country
are slaughtered in establishments
where ""' inspccuon is main- -
tained. it appears that about 100,000,- -
000 meat animals are now being kill
id each eur in the United States.

Inspection. 1 1,d,eral
were as

unlit for human use and 614..6SS were
condemned in part. Thus a little
more than 1 1- per cent of all the
animals inspected were condemned
either In whole or In part. These fig-

ures include only cattle, calves, sheep,
guats and swine.

Tuberculosis was the chief cause of
the condemnations. More than 32M'
carcasses of cattle and 6,000 car--
casses of swine were entirely rejected

Many
of those who havegone, were conspicu-
ous In the. ranks ns players, managers,
dramastlsts. Some will be forgotten;
tome will llvo on In affectionate mem-
ory, but all arc keenly regretted now
that the grief of their loss Is fresh upon
us.

Who will not for years to come recall
with melancholy pleasure those players
who. one time or a hundred times, di-

verted us with memorable simulation
of the passions or the foibles of our
own kind?

The ehronologlst who shall record the
missing In the roll-ca- ll at the season's,
end will pause In painful reflection as he
sets down the name of E. S. Wlllara.
Lewis Waller, Blanche 'Walsh, James
Blakeley. Harold Chapln, DuMauricr.
Lionel- - McKinder, Ralph Stuart, John
Uunny, Melville Stewart. Tho majority
have died within a few weeks.

Among the playwrights death has
called away; Paul Hervlcu. Iaul Arm-
strong, William Legrand White.

MEDICAL CULTS INCREASE.

Public Endangered hy Lowering
of Requirements.

The Ohio Medical Board Is mak-
ing an attempt to regulate the medical
cults ln Ohio under the nw law. says tho
Journal of American Medical Associa-
tion. The situation In that State fur-
nishes an excellent Illustration of the
utter absurdity of the conditions which
must result In any nttempt to recognize
by legislation the various medical cults
which arc continually springing up
demanding the right to practice medicine
under lower educational standards than
are required of physicians.

"The fact that fourteen different cults
are specifically mentioned In the Ohio
laws shows how ridiculous the situation
has become. Much confusion already ex-

ists In all but a few of tho States ln
which there has bc ;i leM.itlon recog-
nizing sectarianism or cults. The New
York legislature.
