Defective

A great deal of attention is being given
today to mental defcctle chil-
dren; that is. children whose intelli-
gence does not keep pace with their
J ears. This condition may show itself
quite early in life by backwardness In
speech. Later on. as the child attends
school, it Is unable to Keep up with Its

and lagi behind; reports
are sent to the parents that the child Is
inattentive, that it shows no Interest In
its studies, that It answers at random.
This lack of mental alertness is in a
vast majority of Instances caused re
deafness for v,hn a child docs not hear
well how- - can it display an Interest In
what is going on?

It Is a fact generally well known among
phjslclans that ninety per cent of ear
diseases In children is caused by ade-
noids and that this is generally the start- -
ing point the majority of cases of
deafness In adults.

This seems a sweeping statement to
m wnen Q m d
ear disease are traced to an attack of
scarlet fever or one of the other nighly-infectlo-

diseases, but It is nevertheless
true that an enlarged mass of glands

existed in the throat prior to
the attack of scarlet fever, thus aiding
instead of preventing the germs from
setting up so much mischief.

A dentist called the attention or the
medical profession to the large number
of Irregular teeth that were found In
mouth-breathi- children.
