The Haskell patent
expires, and this must be followed by a tremendous importation of British-
made balls, and many new brands will be manufactured in America. This
competition must result in some reduction of price, and golfers everywhere
are anticipating ‘this happy condition with great satisfaction.

Taking the past year's increase irf the numbers of players as a basis
for conjecture, 'the new year must see the building of many courses. The
old law of supply and demand must be recognized, and wherever there are
men who wish to play golf, there must be room made for them. These
new courses will be developed on a more ambitious aaktha!evubdwe.N

former Yale football adviser, has aroused
a storm of criticism in the Middle West |
by dropping Bartlett.Macomber, of the
Tllinols eleven., from his All-America

team and placing Elmer Quillen Oliphant, |

of West Point, on his first eleven.

When Camp chose his third cleven it
was dscovered that he had picked Halll-
gan, of Nebraska, s coach, as & member,
but he promptly placed another piuerl
in Halligan's position. Now comes the |
change in Camp's All-American selection. |

In a letter to Collier's, printed in lhe‘
January 1 number, Mr. Camp says: I

“1 wish, indeed. we might go back to
the old times when I had a few days|
after the final game of the season to
check up the very voluminous records of
all the men. This vear in this rush there
was not time to compare carefully, game |
for game, the full records of Oliphant |
and Macomber, the former having come
so0 fast in his final game that he is enti-
tled to first place.”
