The Amateur Catechism

By EDWARD R. BUSHNELL,

Question. What is an amateur?

Answer. An amateur athlete, according
to the Olympic definition, is one who has
never competed for a mopey prise or for
monetary consideration, or in any way
drawn pecuniary gain from hig sport;
competed against a professional; taught
in any branch of athletics for payment;
sold, pawned, hired out, or exhibited for
payment any prize won in a competition.

Q. What Is a professional?

A. A professional |s an athlete who
competes for a financial consideration.
An amateur may be deciared a profes-
slonal by violating the foregoing amateur
code.

Q. What is the reason for the distinc-
tion between the amateur and the pro-
feasional?,

A. The basls for the distinction is that
the amateur takes his athletics as a
recreation, as sport for sport's sake,
Under such circumstances thers would
be no fun competing against a profes-
slonal. It would not be a fair .contest.

Q. Why do collegea object to profes-
slonals?

A. Because the colieges want the (rul-l
est possible number of students to take
up athletics and try for their teams If
prefessionals were eligible the average
student would realize that he had no

chance to make his team, and would
net even go out for sports.

Q. Don't college athletes frequently
masquerade as amateurs during the

academic vear, and yet compete sur-
reptitiously as professionais during their
summer vacations?

A. Unfortunately this practice exists,
bhut It Is not as common as generally
believed. Tt is almost entirely confined
te baseball, due to the commercial as-
pect of this sport.

Q. How do baseball players evade the
rules?

. fome take assumed names and play
with miner league teams for regular sal-
aries. Others take positions with in-
dustrial plants, hotels and other organ-!
izations where they perforin certain serv-
ices. but with the understanding that they
shal] play with their employers’ baseball
teams once or Lwice a week.

Q. Don't such men have to slgn an
“ron clad” stating that they are ama-
teurs before they can play on their
college teams?

A. They do. Those who play under
asgumed names and for a salary and then
represent their colleges are in reality
perjurers. The other method ls an eva-
sion which is winked at.

Q. Doesn't the fact that those who play
base ball with industrial plants, depart-
ment stores and summer hotels get such
positions because of their baseball skill,
rather than their other qualifications,
make them professionals in spirit?

A. According to the strict Interpreta-
tion of the amateur law it does.

Q. Why don't college authorities de-
clare them professionals?

A. Because thay reallze that they could
not prove their case and because the
practice 1s so general

Q. Why were Legore and his fellow
members of the Yale baseball team dis-
qualified a8 amateurs?

A. Because they accepted board and
lodging while playing on & club base
ball team, '

Q. Don't track athletes do what the
Yale men did without being disqualified?

A, They certainly do, and with the full
knowledge of the A. A. U. and college
authorities. Last summer, for example,
there were a good many college men who
represented athletic clubs, were lodged,
boarded and transported across the con-
tinent and back for the A. A. U. cham-
pionships absolutely without expense to
them.

Q. How can a track athlete do this and
remain a bona fide amateur, while a
baseball player s professionalized for
doing the same thing?

A. There 1s no defense for such a dis-
tinction. It is merely one of the many
Incongsistencieg In the Interprstation and
enforcement of our amateur laws.

Q. What other glaring inconsigtencies
can be pointed out?

A  Percy Haughton, of Harvard, and
George Brooke, of Pennsylvania, both
professional football coaches, are ama-
teur racquet champions. At the Olyvmple
games in 1912 the track and field men
had to hew closely to the line of ama-
teurism, as witness the disqualification
of Jim Thorpe, the all-around champion.
for playlng summer baseball, while some
of the revolver experts went abroad as
representatives of ammunition plants
because of their skill in marksmanship,
and even had their salaries pald in full
during their absence.

This fall Trinity College played on its
football team George Brickley, a brother
of the famous Harvard gridiron star.
George Brickley was a professional ath-
lete, having been a member of the Phil-
adelphla Athletics. Columbla Unliversity
cancelled its football game with Trinity
because of the rule providing that ama-
teurs playing agalnst a professi 1 pro-
fessionalized themselves, That belng the
case, all of Brinkley's team mates are
now professionals, just as are all the
men Who played agalnst Trinity.

There is no limit te the ridiculous
lengths this argument may lead. By the
same reasoning, the Harvard and Yale
football men became professionals by
playing agalnst Brown University's foot-
ball and baseball teams, because in these
gports Brown permits the use of men
who play baseball for money, provided
only they play with teams not under the
national agreement. :

Q. Why kin't an amateur who capital-
izes his athietic reputation and knowledge
of athleticy by writing for newspapers
and magazines ns much a professional
as the man who competes for money?

A. This Is an example of loose thinking.

Writing for money does not make a man |,

In fact, it has' no bearing. whatever on
his athietic skill. Playing s gsme for
money and making a business of it, how-
ever, gives one a proficlency which the
amateur pever could attaln and makes
competition between them unfalr,

Q. Then why sheuld a football official
be declared a professional because he re-
celves pay for his services?

A. In mccordance with the distinction
just made, there is no reason whatever

for it

Q. What is the best way to deal with
the summer baseball problem?

A. There should be an intercolle-

glate baseball association organized
for the control of this sport. It should
preserve the amateurism of college
men in a form that can be enforced.
The organization should recognize the
fact that basebsll Is our national
Eame. Amateurs should be permitted
to accept positions with industrial
plants, hotels, and eimilar business
organizations for a salary, even with
the understanding that they are to
Play on base ball teams maintained by
their employers, provided that no
member of such team receives a =sal-
ary for baseball, and that all are bona
fide players.

It should further be provided that
such students must first receive the
written sanction of their faculllecs,
which should be given oriy after a
trustworthy representative of the firm
In question guarantees thait the fore-
going conditions of emplcyment will
be carrled out in letter mnd spirit.
This would solve the summe:r ball
problem.

Haverford Again Sapreme in Soccer,

Haverford College, a little Quaker
institution outside of Philadelphia, |
with hardly more than 150 students, is
an example of what devotion to a
sport will accomplish. During the ten
years that the Intercoliegiate Soccer
League has been In existence Haver-
ford has won the championship five
times, and during the years other
teams won Haverford finished second
or third every year but one. This
ehowing is the more remarkable when
it is considered that Haverford's oppo-
nents are Harvard, Yale, Pennsylva-
nia, Cornell, Princeton, and Columbia,
universities with student bodies rang-
ing from 1,600 to 7,000,

How is it accomplished” At Haverford
soccer is almost as importaat as rugby
football. The game was played there
before any other universities took it up,
the varfous cricket clubs of Philadelphia
furnishing competition for the young col-
legians. When the Intercolleglate Soccer
League was formed Haverford at once
took a leading part, winning the cham-
pionship the first threes years in suc-
cession, 1906, 107 and 198, and agaln in
1811 and this year.

The University of Pennsylvania, by vir-
tue of ita location in the very center of
soccer interest in America, s Haver-
ford's strongest competiter. The Red
and Blue has developed so much interest
In the game that three teams are neces-
sary to take care of the many candi-
dates.

In spite of the great interest students
themselves are taking in the game little
progress has been made in putting the
game on a sound financial basis. With
the exception of the final game for the
intercollegiate championship played be-
tween Haverford and Pennsylvania none
of the games drew more than a handful
of sprctators. Soccer draws tremendous
crowds in England, and there is no rea-
son why it should mnet be done in
America. In fact it |8 such a splendid
game that it ought to be self supporting
at least.

Penn Looking for a Track Coach.

The University of Pennsylvania is look.
ing for a new ftrack coach with the
stipulation that he shall also be the foot-
ball trainer. The contract of Dr. George
W. Orton, one of the greatest long dis-
tance runners the country possessed twen-
ty years mgo, expires next June. Orton
at one time announced that he would
retire after this year, but he has now
announced himself as a candidate to
fucceed himself. He also wants to train
the football team. In view of the fact
that Orton has never trained a football
team it |s not considered llkely that he
will be engaged again.

The two men most prominently men-
tioned are Dr. Alvin €. Kraenzieln, a
former Pennsylvanla track captaln, and
successively coach at the University of
Wisconsin, Michigan and the German
Olympic team, and Arthur Smith, of the
Unlversity of Maine, a protege of the
late Mike Murphy.

Kraenzlein was the greatest track ath-
lete Pennsylvania ever developed. Since
his graduation he has made good as a
track coach and football trainer. He has
been In America since July, 1914, when
the outbreak of the war stopped his work
abroad.

Emith has become famous because of
hig work at the University of Maine, His
greatest success was achleved thig fall
when he de d & cross- try team
that won the intercolleglate champlon-|
ship from Maine.
