GRIP ISJOIDED
Health Officer Woodward Be¬

lieves There Are Many
Cases of Malady Here.

DESCRIBES SYMPTOMS
Danger of Common Drinking Cup

Pointed Out.Whole Nation in
Throe* of Disease.

A warning* to the people of th« Dis¬
trict to take precautions against the
spread of grip and Influenza wan
sounded by Health Officer William C.
Woodward yesterday, when he learned
that these diseases are spreading with
alarming rapidity in nearly all the
large cities of the country.

Dr. Woodward aald that he waa un¬
der the Impression that there Is an
unusually large number of cases of
grip and Influenza In the District at
the pretsent time. The Health De¬
partment has no way of telling of¬
ficially, since hundreds of persons suf¬
fer wtth grip and colds without the
knowledge of a physician or the de¬
partment.

In setting down "don'ts" for the
prevention of grip and infirma. Dr.
Woodward emphasized the danger of
using the common drinking cup dur¬
ing the seasons when these diseases
are at their height.
Wood-ward Kxplalaa «lymptoai.
"Avoid close contact with persons

showing symptoms of the disease."
urged the health officer. Grip and In·
fluena differ from the ordinary cold,
lie said, by the presence of rheumatic
pains and high temperature. The
germs of these diseases spread easily
through the common glass and similar
public articles, Dr. Woodward pointed
out.
Reports received by G>t. W. C. Rucker,

assistant surgeon general of the Public
Health Service, shows that with the ex¬
ception of fît. Uiuis and Baltimore,
practically every large «Ity la in the
throes of an epidemic of grip and in¬
fluenza, that has sent the death rate from
pneumonia soaring. If not taken In
time, the disease frequently brings on

pulmonary sickness.

gests Plan to Assist Newly

Arrived Domestics.

"SERVANTS ARE HUMAN"
Mr». Pennybacker Pleads for Better

Treatment of Foreign Maids and
Cook.« by Employer«.

Women's clubs In the United States
employment bureaus for immigrant girle
was suggested to the restrict Federation
of Women's Clubs yestenlay by Commis¬
sioner General Caminetti, of tbe Bureau
of Immigration, as a plan whereby
American women may help his office In
dealing with the thousands of newly-ar¬
rived foreigners In this country.
The commissioner's remarks supple¬

mented a plea by Mrs. Percy V. Penny-
backer, president of the National Fed¬
eration of Woman'» Clubs, for more

sisterly, or parental, treatment of house¬
maids and cooks who but recently have
"come over" In the steerage of trans-
Atlantic vessels. The addresses were
made In tlie Woodward * Lothrop audi¬
torium at a meeting «uranged by the Dia¬
trict women's organization.
Mrs. Pennybacker dealt with pan-

Ameiicanlsm. a broader sympsthy among
the women of the Western Hemisphere,
and predicted the employment of school
nurses In- co-operation with teachers of
country schools In the development of the
social center Idea, but the most of her

oratory w«» delivered In behalf of the
foreign "domestic." She »aed:

«\utoists In Washington are wondering
If tbey are to be forced to meet the
preparedness of the Fnlted States- It
appears that they have either been har¬
neas-sed or are to have put upon them the
tax.es for about every other thing of im»
[tortane*.
Motorists in the Capital now pay thre*

license taxes.one for the District, one

for Maryland, one for Virginia.and this
despite the fact that car-owners living
in the States have to pay but one. They
also meet their personal property taxes,
pey toilette fees in some States In
which they travel, and in others are

forced to aid in the raining of funds for
the upkeep of the roads, which latter
tax they are ever glad to meet.
But the District autoists are especially

angry at a proposition put before Con¬
gress yeeterday by Representative Cary,
<f Wisconsin, one of the Republican
members of the District Committee. He
would have the motorists pay an unusual¬
ly high tax to create a fund for retired
policemen. He wants the tax based upon
the horsepower of their cars.
Of course, automobile men are In hearty

sympathy with the Idea of the police¬
man's pension. They beleive this fund
should be matetiilly added to. but why
the expensive tax upon them alone? They
say they are now paying enough taxes
and that they should not be discriminat¬
ed against in this instance. Dog taxe«
and a number of special licenses would
also be included by the Wisconsin mem-

1>er to help this pension fund, but his
bill docs not specify that they shall be
one penny higher than they are now.

Congress has taken up the question
of the advance In gasoline. Yesterday
came the announcement by the Texas
Oil Company, which supplies a goodly
share of the gasoline used In the Dis¬
trict, that Its price had been raised one

cent a gallon, or 211-2 cents a gallon to
wholesalers and garage men. A similar
increase went Into effect In Maryland,
Delaware and New Jersey, according to
Manager G. E. Parseli«, of Washington.
The Standard OH Company and other
concerns, which also supply gasoline,
have not made any change in their whole- I
sale price, which Is now 20 1-2 centi ai
gallon.
Motorists cannot understand why the

value of this necessity with them has
gone up so high. In fact, they argue
that the war in Europe should make It
cheaper In this country: whereas, on the
other hand, gasoline men assert that this
is one of the chief reasons why it should
be so high. Oil Is now selling at much
higher figure.**, than It did when gasoline
could be purchased for IS cents a gal¬
lon. This also is cited by the gasoline
men as a cause for the higher price.

Figures Just issued by the Department
of Commerce tend to clear the popular
suspicion that automobiles are greatly
responsible for the increased accidental
death rate In the United States. From
1909 to 1914, the number of machines In-
creased more than twice as rapidly as
did the deaths resulting from them.
Autos Increased 7T"> per cent; deaths. 315 |
per cent. Two of the principal causes
for this bettered condition are the rediic- !
tlon in average mileage of a machine,
and the care and regard for public .saf¬
ety practiced by drivers.

Tn an interview yesterday on the fu-
tue of the automobile business. Charles
T. Jeffery, president of the Thomas B.
Jeffery Company, of Kenosha, Wis.. stat¬
ed his belief that the era of price slash¬
ing, through which the industry has been
passing, is at an end.
"We have always believed," said Mr.

JefTery, "that the demand of the Ameri¬
can public, was for a high grade quality
automobile ut a moderate price. The
American man wants an automobile that
will run for a long time, practically
without attention. He wants a car which
will be economical in Its consumption of
gasoline and oil and easy on tires. At
the same time he does not want to be
skimped on size; he wants a roomy car
In which his whole family can ride com¬
fortably.
"We believe the manufacturer who

skimps quality In order to offer the pub¬
lic a -sensational price, is making a ser¬
ious mistake. Competition Is compelling
every manufacturer ta produce the best
car possible for the least money. The
public will not pay an excessive price,
but the public doea demand quality, and
the fact that an increasing number of
motor car manufacturers ar« talking
quality, Is evidence of the very healthy
condition of the Industry."
