It la not for ua to place Lewis on
tha welter-weight pedestal, and idol¬
ise him as the champion. It ta for
Lewis himself to fight his way to that

* position And. it Is our humble be¬
lief, that he will loose no time la
doing just that very thing.
Lewis started hts championship cam¬

paign some ten days ago. when he
took the best welter-weight in Ameri¬
ca.Willie Ritchie fa that person.and
lambasted out of him every titular
aspiration the latter ever entertained.
Ritchie went into the ring 1 3-4 pounds
above the welter-weight standard of
142 pound?, while Lewis came tn scal¬
ing 139 3-4. Only a disparity of 4
pounds, but enough of an advantage
*or a fighter of Ritchie ß caliber to
enhance into a victory. But Ritchie
rould not turn this advantage to pro-
Ut. for Lewis always showed the mas¬
ter hand.
The welter-weight division was

really exhumed In the Lewis-Ritchie
t fight. After a hiatus of many years
the division has jumped into popular
avor once more, and at the head ef it
ia a Britisher.a Britisher for the time
being at most. For Ted-? id Lewis
desires to become an American citi-

.
en. and as soon as practicable he will
foreswear his allegiance to King
leorge.

¦»*, Lewis has just passed his majority, and
»hen his clam» to the welter-weight title
s established he will be among the
youngest of ring champions. Lewis first
oegan wearing crowns.of the sort used
:o distinguish boxing champion*.at the
tender age of IT. That was leas than
five years ago. He won the bantam¬
weight championship of England and
then hit the trail for Australia. There
he added weight rapidly and became
feather-weight 'hampion. He returned
to «England, and challenged to a brua-h
'or th»- Ughi a sigili title of the Isles, but

t Freddie graciously retreated and came to
America. Lewis, persistent lad. foMowed
the Pontypridd Doxer across the bigj
drink.

I aald a year ago that golf skill In this
country hsd Increased to such an extent
that no man could be rated with even a
fair chance to win a championship. That
eras proved at Detroit, where within two
»lays the open champion, the amateur
champion snd th. Western champion
were all dropped out.
There ar, now too many good players

for any two or three men to rule the
field, tor Hie will bring out the best
golf that America has ever known. The
Improvement was great through 191·'«.
but I believe lt will be even greater this
year on account of the large number of
competitions held lest season.
These competitions all added to the

experience of the youngster·, and ex¬

perience Is one of the moat Important
features of successful tournament golf.
The youngsters have learned to play
their shots correctly under Ire, snd this
Is the test.

MOTOR GOSSIP
By "SI" GROOA·».

The general trend of the automobile
business away from price ti quality ls

evidenced by the large number of man¬

ufacturers who are maintaining, or

even raising their prices.
During the past six months, two of

the best-known makers have raised
their prices. A canvass among other
manufacturera indicates that there
will be pnactically no important reduc¬
tions during the next four or .five
months, and that in a number of in¬
stances the new cars will be of high¬
er price than those sold during the
past year.
Charles T. Jeffery. president of the

Thomas B. Jeffery Company, of Ke¬
nosha. Wi«.. says the American public
has discovered, through experience,
that It takes a certain amount of

money to produce a high-grade
quality automobile that will run

without trouble and at low cost over

a period of time.
"We have always believed that the

American public wanted quality." says
Mr. Jeffery. "We have refused to sac¬

rifice quality for price and we will con¬

tinue to maintain our quality."

After a meeting of the board of direc¬
tors. ? »an Macauley, vice president and
general manager of the Packard Motor
Car Company, announced that, in addi¬
tion to the recent preferred dividend, the
company has declared, payable Feb¬

ruary 1. a 10 per rent dividend on the
common stock of the company, and also
a 1 3-1 cash dividend.
"The company." said Mr. Mcauley. "haa

decided that, having now substantially-
completed its program of plant expan¬
sion, a reasonable portion of its earnings
will be used to pay dividends on the com¬
mon stock so long as condition, continue
to Justify so doing. We are declaring a

stock dividend because, during the paat
five years, we have devoted our earnings
largely to adding extensively to our
manufacturing facilities in order to be
able to produce our highest grade cars
and truck. In large quantities, and at low-
cost, without in any detail detracting
from the quality that has always been
Packard. We have accomplished that
Our facilities, we believe, are second to
none In the automobile world.
"Our plant Is almost a mile long, from

north to south, and averages nearly a

thousand feet wide. There are over 11.000
employes on our pay roll and last month
we manufactured nearly 13,000,000 of prod¬
uct."
