Petitions Circulated to Secure Names
| of Half Million Citizens to Take
| Places of Bluejackets if Needed.

| A campalign to enroll one hundred
' thousand skilled mechanics, for the
 naval reserve that would be desper-
| ately needed by the United States
navy in case of war, has been started
| by the Navy League of the United
| States, With very little training these
| men, already skilled in the sclence
of mechanics, could be fitted to take
the places of wveteran bluejackets at
;lhe guns, in the engine rooms and in
| other vitally important posts requir-
ing technical skill in the nation's com-
' plicated fighting machines. This re-
| serve will Include the yachtsmen and
, motor boat owners who have been
|alretdy registered,

As the first step in thidk movement,
petitions for the establishment of the
| naval reserve tralning camps upon
rtha Plattsburg plan are being cir-

culated in all parts of the country.
These petitions will be sent to thou-
| sands of navy league members who
have volunteered to serve on the naval
| reserve committee of that organiza-
|tlon. Bigners may register them-
| selves upon the petition in favor of
the establishment of adequate campa
for tralning & naval reserve, and also,
if they wish, may indicate that they
will become members of the reserve
and attend one of the camps.

The naval reserve committee which
is cireulating the petitions expects to
|secure the signatures of at least half
a milllon citizens by March 1. When
the desired number of signatures has
been obtained, the whole will be pre-
sented to Congresa in the form of a
monster petition that should prove
convincingly the sentiment of the
country in this important matter.

The ngval reserve committee of the
Navy League belleves that out of the
half million signers at least one hun-
dred thousand will register as volun-
teers for the reserve. The mneed for
this number of trained men of all
classes to be instantly avallable in
event of war has been pointed out
repeatedly by the highest officers or
the naval service and by members of
the administration, but the govern-
ment has so far worked mo plan to
et recrults
