COURT OPINION GIVES
VITALITY TO DRUG ACT

Decision Means that Misstatements as

to Curative Properties of Medi¬
cines Are Law Violations.

Justice Hughes delivered an opinion
yesterdsy representing the unanimous
view of the fJupreme Court giving vital¬
ity to th· Food and Drugs act. The
opinion upholds the validity of the Sher-
ley amendment passed In August, 1912.
The legislation followed upon the de¬
cision of the court in th« "Doctor John¬
son Cancer Cure" case, ln which the
government lost Its suit.
In that case Justice Day construed

the Food and Drugs Act as It then read,
before the Sherley amendment was pass¬
ed, ss being applicable only to misstate¬
ments as to the ingredients In a "cure"
or medicine. Allegations or misstate¬
ments as to the therapeutic or curative
properties of the mixture were then held
to be not "false or fraudulent" represen¬
tations within the meaning of the Food
and Drugs Act such as would permit
a libel.
Congress then psssed the Sherley

amendment intended to cure this defect.
The case before the court yesterday was
the first that has come to the Supreme
Court under the Sherley amendment and
Involved the validity of that enactment
which the court upheld. The Sherley
amendment under review holds that a
shipment shall be held to be misbranded
within the meaning of the act: "If Its
package or label shall bear or contain
any statement, design or device regartl-
Ing the curative or therapeutic effect of
such, article or any Ingredients or »ub-
etances contained therein, which Is falte
and fraudulent."
The libel which precipitated the pres¬

ent case arose ln December, 1912, when
the Eckman Manufacturing Company, ofChicago, «hipped to Omaha, Neb., cer¬
tain packages of bottles of "Eckman's
Alterative." The bottles were accompan¬ied by a circular which described the
remedy as follows: "Effective as a pre-ventative for pneumonia."
