Attorney General Gregory is’ as saying
that the Department of Justice will decide within
a few days whether or not to bring to trial again
those five former directors of the New York,
New Haven and Hartford Railroad Company who
were not acquitted of the charge of conspiring te
violate the Sherman anti-trust law by the verdict
of a jury rendered in the Federal District Court in
New Yeork on Sunday. There are certain legal as-
pects of the trial to be examined no doubt before
formal announcement of the department’s course
can be made, but unless circumstances exist of
which the public is not informed, it may safely be
assumed that the government will be satisfied to
abandon this case, which offers it almost no pros-
pect of success. Juries have so often refused to
find the individual officials of corporations guilty
of erime for violations of the Sherman law that
it is as good as proved that the criminal clause of
the law has been nullified by public sentiment, and
that while corporations may be forced to discon-
tinue practices in' conflict with the law and to
make restitution, it is impossible to establish per-
sonal guilt in such degree as to permit juries con-
scientiously to brand men as felons because of
their methods of conducting the affairs of big cor-
porations.

Apparently nothing was lacking in the New
Haven case to make it a thorough test. The de-
tails were widely exploited, and public feeling was|
aroused by newspapet crusades against the de-
fendants, whose deeds were denounced as those
of highwaymen. The government put forth all its
encrgies to bring about convictions, and in a trial
occupying fifty-five days introduced thirty-seven
witnesses and 1,081 exhibits, the defense content-
ing itself with five witnesses and forty-six ex-
hibits. The record of the trial contains 2,262,000
words, and its cost to both sides is estimated at
$775,000. And as the result of this tremendous
expenditure of money, time, and energy the jury,
after fifty-one hours of deliberation and innumera-
ble ballots, found six of the eleven defendants in-
nocent and disagreed as to the guilt or innocence
of the remaining five, I'n the case of these five,
cight of the jury voted for acquittal.

Surely the government has done its full duty,
and its representatives have been more than zeal-
ous in their efforts to have guilt made personal
under the Sherman law. The ends of justice ap-
pear to have been fully served, and it is difficult
to seec what is to be expected as the result of an-
other trial, beyond injuring business by a continu-
ation of apprchension and distrust of the adminis-
tration's intentions, a further expenditure of the
public money, and a verdict of- acquittal, the lat-
ter being far more likely than another disagree-
ment with two-thirds of the jury voting on the
side of the deiendants.

The New Haven record may well be closed.
The clamor to make victims of these men for
pursuing methods that were common cnough in
this country before the days of the great house-
cleaning has subsided in New England, and there
is no reason why Washington should keep it up.
They have been mulcted and punished sufficiently,
even those who were declared innocent.

Gallipoli.

With the retirement of the remainder of the
British forces from Suvla Bay a glorious but un-
profitable chapter of British military history is
brought to a belated close. No battlefield has
ever witnessed more or greater deeds of heroism,
a prouder disdain of certain death or a better
fight put up in face of overwhelming odds than
have the bloodstained beaches of Gallipoli. Not
only England, but admirers of heroism the world
acuation
with mixed feelings, regret that such sublime
valor and the sacrifice of se many young lives
should have been fruitless, thankfulness that those
who remain are to carry on the fight henceforth
against less hopeless odds.

The expedition was a blunder, cartied out in
a blundering way. It should not have been sent.
In particular it should not have sailed to Suvla
Bay and then have been compelled to return to
Alexandria because the transports not
loaded properly, thus losing three days of valua-
ble time and giving the Turks ample notice and
time to prepare for the landing. It was doubly a
blunder because it is pretty clear that, if at the
time Odessa was first attacked by Turkish war-
ships England had sent fleet through the
Dardanelles, it could have forced the straits with
no greater loss of men and ships than was sub-
sequently suffered without result: But England
was in this case, as in others, “too late” The
sea attack having failed the land attack was
doomed to failure. The latter should have been
made first or at least simultaneously with the for-
mer. It is true that it held some 300,000 Turks in
Gallipoli who would otherwise have been in the
Caucasus harassing the Russians. And perhaps
it was necessary, as some say, to establish Rus-
sian confidence in the good faith of the alljes.
More than this it has not done. And as killing
Turks and attacking Turkish armies is not going
to win the war or even affect the final issue jt
cannot be said that the Gallipoli expedition has
done anything to help the British canse whatever
imperishable laurels it may have earned for the
empire’s sons in arms.

But if nothing has been effected by the ex-
! pedition it is equally true that the outcome of the
| war has not been jeopardized one particle by its
failure. It is Germany that must be defeated, not
Turkey or Bulgaria, or even Austria. "They can
be dealt with at any, time.

Germany can be defeated, but if it is to :‘.be
done'the allies must put forward all their strength.
It costs hundreds of millions of dollars to send
expeditions’ to Gallipoli, to Saloniki, to Mesopo-
tamia.

The White Soldiery.
By JOHN L. BARRY,

In many of the moving picture houses there
havg been shown pictures of the white corpuscles
in the blood, fighting the microbes of disease.
Like valiant soldiers they struggle against the in-
vaders. The contest is as thrilling as a battle and
far more profitable to watch, Those who logk on
arc made to realize the meaning of both disease |
and health and the imponun}-e of developing in
the bl8od those active and faithful defenders.
Some of them realize, too, for the first time in
their lives, that there really are such things in the

world as micrabes or, as they are more commonly
called, germs.

Before long we shall all become familiar with
moving pictures of this kind. They will make us
alive to what we ought to do and protect from
contamination purselves and those about us and
those that come after us. They will be an enter-
taining as well as a valuable feature of public
school education. With the rudiments of cduca-
tion children will be taught, largely by means of
moving pictures, the significance of bedily proc-
esses and the importance of keeping them healthy.

There is, of course, such a thing as being too
solicitous in this makter of making oneself a prey
to germs through fear. It is better to think too
little about them than too much. Those people
who make a fetich of health are in danger of be-
coming victims of one of the most distressing of
all diseases, hypochondria, The best most of us
can do is to live in the common-sense way of
health, that is, to keep a wholesome mind, to eat
and to sleep regularly and to maintain reasonable
precautions. As to rcasonable precautions there
cannot be a very wide divergence of opinion. Ac-
cording to the best authorities, we are all open to
two sources of infection, water and milk. The
danger may be avoided by sterilization. ‘a large
part of the typhoid fever cases known te physicians
come from drinking of impure water. Care in this
particular alone would each ycar save thousands of
lives. The addition of ice, of course, means a se-
rious danger. Most people who are reasonably
careful never think of drinking ice water.

So one way by which we may all conserve the
energies of our white corpuscles is by making a
point of never drinking water that has not been
boiled. Filtration is not enough. Whele armies
of germs can laugh at the finest of filters and
march gaily on. If our eyes were keen enough to
sec the foes that lurk in a glass of water that has
not been boiled we should turn away, sickened.

Some day, in every ecivilized commll.lnity, we
are going to have so strict and searching an in-
spection of milk and of water that we shall not
have to concern ourselves with taking precautions
against them. But till that day comes we shall
find it worth while to be careful.

Without being obliged to contend with the
bacteria of water and milk, the white soldiers have
enough to do. The best way to treat them is to
keep them well-nourished. What they care for,
most of all, is not elaborate and abundant food,
but fresh air and sunshine and the physical exer-
cise that sends them joyously coursing through
the veins. Then they are in the condition where
tlhey can conquer almost any of the casval foes
that try to find a lodgment in the human system.
