discover that the District, aside from paying taxes
to maintain its own local government, has done
better in contributing to the support of the Fed-
eral government than many of the States. For
instance, there were twenty-one greal sovereign

States with their Senators and Representatives
in Congre s, none of which paid as much internal
revenue us did the District of Columbia last year.
These States were Alabama, Arkansas, Arizona,
Delaware, Georgia, Idaho, Kansas, Maine, Missis-
sippi, Montana, Nevada, New Hampshire, New
Mexico, North Dakota, Oklahoma, Oregon, South
Carolina, South Dakota, Utah, Vermont and Wy-
oming. These Stdies have great leaders in both
Houses of Congress who are just now considering
revenue problems, and, be it remembered, that
last year two-thirds of the total revenues of the
Federal government came through the Internal
Revenue Bureau; but no one of the twenty-one
States named contribited as much toward the sup-
port of the national government as did the Dis-
trict of Columbia.

There iv the sunny Southland, where they are

asking for an appropriation of $2,000,000 from Con-
gress to destroy the citrous canker, are the three
great States of Alabama, Mississippi and South
Carolina, which together paid $1,338,578 internal
revenue, while the tttle District of Columbia with
less than one-tenth of their population, paid
$1,438,628 or $100,000 more than that great trium-
virate whose statesmen are so conspicuous in Coh-
gress. ; :
Then there are Georgia and Arkansas—and
who does ngt know the statesmen of those two
great Southern States—but their 4,000,000 people
last year paid $1,435,885 or $3,000 less than those
of the District.

North and South Dakota, Utah and Wyoming,
also have great leaders in Congress to represent
the 1,500,000 people out there in the Northwest,
but those four States paid only $1,331,300, or
$7,000 less than the District.

We should not overlook those great and pros-
perous States of the Southwest, where statesmen
develop as rapidly as their fields of alfalia and
spout like their oil wells. The whole world
knows about Oklahoma, Arizona, New Mexico and
Nevada were 2,500,000 people paid $1,251,803 or
nearly $200,000 less than the District to support
the Federal government and enable it to irrigate
arid lands, kill grasshoppers and chinch bugs and
conserve oil lands for future generations,

" But we should not overlook Kansas, which has
been bleeding and boasting for these past three-
score years, and Idaho, where they have springs
which spout both hot and cold water at the same
time, and where they grow apples in gold dust
as well as breed statesmen who can toss apples
of gold and silver in speech to intoxicate even
the sober Senate with their eloquence. Well
Kansas and Idaho together paid $1,309,872 internal
revenue or $120,000 less than the District.
| These five groups of States are represented in
Congress by men of more profound knowledge
as to taxes and revenue, imbued with the spirit
lof just equality to all mankind who know just
how to appropriate public money for the benefit
of the whole people—in their sections—than any
other statesmen the country has produced. They
are looking for more revenue and, begging their
pardon, we present to them Uncle Sam’s Little
! Orphant Annie who has had no representative in
cither House of Congress but continues to pay
a bigger share of their bill than they pay them-
selves.

The Single Term Pledge.

It is a far fetched theory that holds that Presi-
dent Wilson is forbidden by the one-term plank
in the Baltimore platform to accept a renomina-
tion at St. Louis next June. It could hardly have
been expected that any one, unless it were Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan would undertake to make any
such application of the pledge in the Baltimore
platform; and yet recently there, have been at-
tempts in several directions in the President’s own
party to create a public sentiment that shall pro-
nounce him ineligible for renomination because of
a vague paragraph inserted, in some manner never
satisfactorily explained, in the platform adopted
by the last convention. The attempts have of
course failed ludicrously, and it is evidence of the
good sense of the Republicans that they paid no
attention to the efforts to place an obstacle in the
way of the Democracy's one possible candidate,
The platform pledge which certain Democrats
would invoke reads as Jfollows:

We favor a single Pregidential term, and to
that end urge the adoption &f an amendment to
the Constitution making the President of the
United States ineligible for re-clection, and we
pledge the candidate of this convention to this

principle. ;

A single term is favored, an amendment to the
Constitution is'urged and the candidate, is pledge
to the principle. But the principle is not opera-
tive and no step has been taken by those pledged
to it to make it éperative. To the extent that it
has failed to make a move toward redeeming its
pledge the party in power may be regarded as
culpable, President Wilson, in view of his extra-
ordinary activity in securing legislation, as much
so perhaps as Messrs. Clark, Underwood, Bryan,
James or any of the rest of them.
