CONFEDERATES EULOGIZE
GENS. JACKSON AND LEE

Representative Sisjon Hits Prepared¬
ness Plans .^ays Big Army

Could Be Raised Earjy.
The memories of Robert E. L»ee and T.

J. C'Stonewall'*) Jackson were eulogized
in words of eloquence Wednesday night
by Representative Thomas I*. Sisson, of
Mississippi, at the annual reunion of the
Confederate Veterans' Association of the
District at the First Baptist Church. Mr.
Sisson declared Lee and Jackson the
greatest men the country had ever pro¬
duced.
In voicing opposition to preparedness

Representative Sisson asserted that the
country could not be made strong by a
large standing army or by soldiers who
enlisted to protect the country for -flXaO.
He declared that no greater army than
the Confederate one ever existed, and it
was formed quickly from the farms and
the offices.
Songs of the South and songs that were

popular in the army of the South, march¬
ing songs and camptire songs, formed the
? rogram for the musical entertainment.
Capt. Fred Beali, commander of the as¬
sociation, presided.

EASY TO CAPTURE U. S.
PORTS, WEAVER STATES
»Zhief of Coast Artillery Tells House

Committee Hostile Fleet Could
Have Own Way.

Under present conditions the cities of
New York and San Francisco could be
"pounded to bits by a hostile naval
fleet," and the way thus opened for a

landin?, according to Gen. K. M. Weav¬
er, chief of the Coaat Artillery of the
War Department, who appeared before
the House Committee on Military Af¬
fairs yesterday.
Gen. Weaver admitted that the guns

now mounteg in the approaches to New
York and San Francisco were lacking in
the range sufficient to hold off the high
power guns mounted on modern naval
vessels, snd from a military point of
view he described the situation at New
York and San Francia-co as "emergent.
The chief of the Coast Artillery told

the committee that steps were now be¬
ing taken by the government to get
New York and San Francisco In a bet¬
ter state of preparedness to ward off an
enemy. If attacked. He' thought that
with the completion of defenses now
building the two ports could be success¬
fully defended acalnst a powerful enemy.
"At Far Rockaway Beach and San

Franci-s-ro," said Gen. Weaver, "we are

planning to install stxtcen-inch guns that
will command every approach and will
equal in runue any naval gun now on
board any battleship afloat. While we
are watting for those guns to be built
we plan to mount on high elevation car¬
riages, with a long range, forty sur¬

plus twelve-Inch guna now at Sandy
Hook. These will be Installed as soon
as possible, and will temporarily relieve
the situation. It must be taken Into
consideration also that shore guns have
an advantage over naval guns of eight
to one ln accuracy."

MOTOR GOSSIP

show yesterday in a Packard twin six.

The term automobile seems to be fall¬
ing into disuse. A study of the automo¬
bile advertisements In the trade journals
shows that the word "car" Is used in
most cases in referring to the gasoline-
driven vehicle. Motoriste themselves re¬

fer to their automobiles as motor cars,
motors, and some few affectionately
term them '"busses" or "boats." "Motor
car" eeame to be about as expres*ve¿a?
the word "automobile," and when one

simply refer» to the machine as their
"car" they have about reached the meat
of the term and at the same tira« have
one that U expressive.
. .

Extreme precautions are being taken
to guard the gold Studebaker chassis
that was first exhibited at the New York
show, and is now making the swing
around the show circuit.

Too bad that the Public Utilities Com¬
mission has not some Jurisdiction over
motorcar traffic as well as that of the
street cars, which they are now investi¬
gating with the hope of relieving some of
the congestion.
Washington's motorcar regulations have

long been the fruit of conversation among
the motor car-owning public of the city.
Twelve miles an hour is the present
speed limit within the fire limits and
twenty beyond this point. Twelve miles
an hour was the rate determined on as
the legal speed at some date In the dis¬
tant past when automobiles were only
horseless carriages and were not as
easily controlled or had not reached tht
perfection of today. Pedestrians did not
know what they were, and, If they saw

on«, would be so overcome with curiosity
that in some instances they would per¬
haps forget to get out of the way. To¬
day, however, motorcars are a part of
our everyday life. The pedestrians know
that they run on every street in the city
and that when he attempts to cross thu
street it Is his duty to be on hla guard.
The motor car public of this city, as

well as every other, are people of stand¬
ing in the community. They have re¬
spect for the laws and are anxious u.
obey every regulation that is In the least
way reasonable, and many other statutes
that to them may not appear so because
they understand that the law ls made for
the good of the greatest number, »pick
out »any number that you may wish ano
ask them what they think of the twei-zc-
mile-an-hour regulation. One and all will
say that It is too slow for the entire
¦city. In the »congested business district
well and good, for It Is seldom that s
man with any regard tó Tils own safety,
not to mind the welfare-of others, could
drive even that fast, w

However, when the outlying districts
are traversed there seems to be no need
of maintaining this rate of speed; In fact,
it Is doubtful If the average man does
not drive his car at least fifteen miles
an hour and some of them even faster.
Motor cars are so constructed today that
it is possible to stop them In a very i»hort
distance, ln all endurance contests, one
of the »rules is that after completing the
run, the driver on what is known a«

the, brake test must stop his car within
a distance ot fifty feet, first with the
foot brake and then with the hand brak·?,
or suffer a point per foot for every foot
that he exceeds the fifty feet. If one

will take the trouble to look up the record
of penalties Imposed on motor cars that
have participated In events of this ktna
during the past few years, they will
find that in but few instances have there
been any penalties on the brake test, ana

this is after the machines have done
several hundred miles of the hardest
kind of work.
It is most annoying, to say the least.

to be arrested for driving fa^er than
twelve miles an hour on a street where
there is no traffic or but very little,
especialy when you do not realise that
you are violating the law. Twelve miles
an hour In the easy riding cars of to¬
day seems very slow and, In fact, on
some machines it Is hard to throttle a
car down to this rate and have it fire
on all cylinder.».
