REPLY FROM GERMANY
EXPECTED HERE TODAY

Answer in Lusitania Case Will Not Be
Known, However, Until Wil¬

son Returns.

Germany's final answer to the Ameri¬
can demands In the Lusitania contro¬
versy Is expected to reach Washington
today. Whether the answer ta to lead to
a formal settlement or to a break In the
diplomatic relations between the I'nited
States and Germany Is expected to be
known definitely after Presfdent Wilann
returns to Washington tomorrow and has
opportunity to examine It.
On the eve of the arrival of tho nés

memorandum German Embassy officials
profess confidence that lt will meet the
wishes of the t:nltod States. In the light
of the President's continued warnings in
the Middle West concerning the possibili¬
ties of America being poon involved in
the world war, officials of the State de¬
partment are making no predictions.
They are somewhat pussled over the
press dispatches yesterday afternoon
from Berlin containing the text of what
purports to be a semi-official announce¬
ment made in Berlin.
According to this announcement, Ger¬

many admits that, according to advices
which the Berlin foreign office received
from its Ambassador tn Washington last
Saturday, the friendly verbal exchange.-·!
between the two governments had up to
that time failed to reach a mutually
satisfactory adjustment: but that yester¬
day the foreign office had transmitted
instructions to Count von Bernstorff
"which give reasonable hope for a posi¬
tive understanding."

Military order of the I-oyal laeglon, at
Rauscher'* laat night, declared that It
le man's r.ature to flght and that no man
can eaj when war will «ome.
The speaker was constantly interrupted

by applauae and when he declared that
"now, aa In the past, Americans will
rush to enlist if this country Is ever In
danger" and that "every hyphenaten
American will respond to the call ano
shed hie heart blood for bis adopted
country." he was gr«^t«*d with a pr«>-
longed outburst of enthusiasm.
"Man la a fighting animal" raid Rep¬

résentative Kahn. "This is manifested
In the smallest children. G-lRce two or
them on the floor and give one of then»
a toy and the other one will try to take
It away from him. Eventually the toy
will stay with the stronger of the two.
"It Is the same in the animal world.

The birds of the air prey on one an¬
other. It is the same with the creature»
of the taea and crawling, creeping things
You will not have the mllllnenm until
you change human nature and it Is the
«inly of every loyal American to be pre¬
pared for war.
Speaking of hyphenated a-ltlsens.

Representative Kahn said:
"I have no fear of the hyphenated

dtlxen. Jn the first placa, he did not
hyphenate himself. The politician hy¬
phenated him. Human nature always
aaserta Itself. Wa Americans wouldn't
care a snap of our fingers for an Eng¬
lishman who didn't have a spark in his
heart for his mother country engaged
In this terrible struggle across the |
eea. Every hyphenated American will
respond to the call If America Is ever
threatened and shed his last heart's
blood in the defense of his adopted
country.*'

Frankly admitting that their downfall

came about by reason of their inability
to fret hold of any advance "dope" on
the questione to be .asked, large numbers
of the 2fiO midshipmen who failed to
pass their mid-year examination» at the
Naval Academy have appealed to Secre¬
tary Daniels for another chance to make
good.
Secretary Panicle has left their fate to

a special board of officers, now making
an Investigation at the Academy, hut
members of Congress who have carried
the appeals to him are hopeful that he
will find a way to give the more deserv¬
ing hoys another opportunity.
Many of the Senators who have vis¬

ited him have taken the position that.
Inasmuch as the Navy is in need of
more officers, the Secretary should give
every consideration to the fact that the
recent examination» were th«* first at
which the advance "dope'· sheets were
not available.
Abolition of the "dope" system was

brought about as a result of the "roug¬
ing" scandal at Annapolis last spring,
when a number of cadets, some nf them
members of the graduating clan, were
found guilty of having made improper
use of the "dope." Previous to that,
many of th«*· instructors had Indicated
to the boye In advance of examination
the frenerai character of the questions to
be ttsked.
At the Navy Department yesterday aft¬

ernoon It was stated that the examina¬
tions were on a par with those of last
year.

BRANDÉIS FIGHT
GROWS BITTER

Formidable Opposition to
Confirmation Expected Be¬
fore Judiciary Committee.

A vigorous flght on the nomination af
Louis I). Brandéis. nominsted by the
President for Associate Justice of the
Supreme Court, will begin today at 11
..'clock before a subcommittee of the:
Senate Judiciary Committee. The op¬
position to the confirmation of Mr. Bran¬
déis hss assumed formidable proportiona
The chartes, although not spedile and
formal, sre direct and apparently seri¬
ous.
»Several accusine persons are already

in Washington prepared to go before th«
committee an·« make charges that af¬
fect the profeaalonal work of Mr. Bran-
dels as an attorney. Senator Lodge turn,
ed pver to the subc.immlttee yesterday
several letters and telegrams received
from responsible persons In New Eng¬
land suggesting linea of Inquiry for the,
subcommittee. Senator Weeks sdmltte»!
that h« had received many protesta of
like character.
Most of the charges afralnst Mr.

Brandéis question his conception of
professional ethics. One of the most
specific and formal charges yet lodged
against Mr. Brandéis is that of Clif¬
ford Thorne. a member of the Iowa
Railway Commission, who is now In
Washington and will be befor» the
committee tomorrow. Mr. Thorne
charges Mr. Brandéis with b»ad faith
while representing the Interstate Com¬
merce Commission In opposition to the
appeal of the Western railroads for a
S per cent Increase In rates.

It is expected that upon the showing
made by Mr. Thorne will depend the
attitude of moat of the Northwestern
Progressive Senators. One of th« Re¬
publican »Senators wbo has been keep¬
ing close watch on the developments
on the Republican side said this after¬
noon that the progressive Republican
support of Brandeis had dwindled to
two.Senators Ia Follette and Clapp
and that he doubted If more thaa three
Republican Senators would vote for
confirmation.
The attitude of several Democratic

Senators Is still doubtful and their
votes will depend, they eey. upon th·
showing: that can be made on behalf
of Mr. Brandeis ln refutation of the
charges being showered upon tbe Ju¬
diciary Committee.
