Sentiment among the trade In Washing¬
ton over the proposed annual reglntra-
tion of motor vehicles, as proposed by
Representative rage's bill, is somewhat

|di\lded. Under the pre«-ent system, tho
license taken out at the time of the pur-
chase nf the machine Is good as long an
the car remains the property of the party
¡securing the license. However, there Is
a personal tax that must be puid each
year, which, in the majority of cases,
amounts to about J1C» per annum.
Though the police authorites have been

¡s.-tlve. they are not able to apprehend
all who drive on a so-called "dead

! license".one that was not taken out by
the purchaser of a machine. When a
new license is Issued, the ??a one is
canceled, yet no record Is published
giving the licenses In use and those that
have been canceled. Thus there Is no
accurate record unless one should care
to take the trouble of examining the
records of the license clerk to determine
the exact number of machines ln Waah¬
lngton. Nearly every one Identillcd with
the trade likes to know Just how many
cars are In actual us«. The fact that the
license money is to go for road Improve¬
ment. Instead of being turned into the
Federal treasury, Is a point that many
agree is logical. Today they arc paying
a tax for the use of the street» of the
city and deriving no direct benefit.
Those opposed to the idea base their
aole argument on the fart that already
we are paying enough tax and there
may be some loophole In this bill that will
Increase this taxation.
The Page bill provides that a machine

up to twenty-five horsepower shall be
taxed 15 a year; between twenty-five and
forty horsepower, $7.S* m year, and over
forty horsepower. *?0 a year. The oh-
f<«t-t of the horsepower tax Is to provide
a special fund for the repair and main¬
tenance of public highways in the Dis¬
trict.
