This announcement came over long¬

distance telephone from Chicago. Tom
Jones called up Willard and Inquired
when he was- coming here to train.
The latter told his manager that
everything was off.

"It wilt be Impossible for me to get
in proper condition, Tom.** said Wil¬
lard, "so there's nothing left to do
but to call off the bout"
Tom Jones Immediately started to seek

late hour Jones had failed to ¡jet In
communication with Rickard.

atudent activities, who has worked In¬
cessantly for three years In an effort
to secure sufficient fina ? lai backing: to
Justify the restoration of the sport.
Announcement was made some time

ago that If pledges of financial support
were received from at least 500 students
by February 12 football would be re-
stored Immediately. When the count wa*
taken on Saturday night It was found
that s'xty-elght pledges above the re- j
quired number had been obtained. But
it then waa found that the faculty com-
mlttee had no authority to make any
definite proposals to the student body
and that restoration of the sport still
would be dependent upon action taken
by the president's council.
The action taken by the council means

that George Washington again will enter
the gridiron after a lapse of six years.
for not since 1910 has the university had
a football team.
Active work: will commence today on

the arrangement of an attractive sched¬
ule. There will be at least five grames
and possibly seven sames on the program
for next fall. Prof. McXemar aald last
night that there will be notatile silgnteaw.
difficulty In arranging the schedule. Re-
quests for game« already have been re-
ceived from the University of West Vir¬
ginia.
